Why lave T written this article? For a
double reason:  First, to clear up the mist
and fog which may surround some in regard
to this experience.  Second, to help others to
see that a profession of holiness where there
s no power, ne anointing, no life more abun-
dant. no tire, no Haly Ghost life, is not the
experience of Bible holiness.  And also. where
there is anger, earnal impatience, seolding.
murmnring,  complaining,  Dbiting, cutting
words, pricks, lust, and other evidences of the
“old man,” that those who have any of these
things are deceived in their hearts, or else
are hypocritieal in their profession.  Oh. for
the old-time, old-fashioned, biblieal, Wesleyan,
sceondd blessing, baptism with the Holy Ghost
that burns out enrnality. and empowers its
vecipient with the upper world dynamite aud
wlory ! Geod send it in our enmpmeetings and
churches and homes and hearts,  Oh, for a
fresh impetus in the holiness movement that
will make it move! Tet all the people whe
believe these lines say. Amen! Tet all who
do not believe them refute them by a “thus
saith the Lord.”

“Since God
ix Spirit cdohn 4:24). we believe the THoly
Ghost cmbrices our one only true God ( Matt,
1:1s, 200 23). The same may be said of
Jesus Christ. the Son of Gad: for [He is God.,
and onee came in the Hesh CGlohn 121 2 Cor,
5:19: 1 John 4:2).

The Seriptures also teach us that both the
Son aud the Comforter proceed from the same
Father (dohin S:420 15:26).

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The Second Blessing Set- Forth in the Prophecies

T IS not an casy matter to always deter-

mine the real spirvitual state of man in

the ares before Pentecost. Nox is it al-
ways ‘to be sure of their comprelien-
sion of teuth.  We must, therefore, make
allowanees  for  their lack  of  light, and
not  make requirements of  them  which
only the New Testamment and a Holy Ghost
illuminated conscicnee have revealed.  But in
all propheey we must aceredit the wisdom of
God for the utterance of truth which belomes,
dispensationally, heyond the day in which the
prophet hived. Just as the IHoly Ghost moved
upon men of old to tell uf events yet te vceur,
s0_did Tle cause the utteranees of these sune
ho]\ men coneerning the epochs of sniritual
experience to agree with the facts yot to he
realizedd as the normal experience of believ-
ers.  That <some men do live a dispensation
in advance of their times eun well be
doubted.  That glorifieation was aceorded ta
Enoch und Elijah in the dispensation of the
law and the prophets is a fact of sacred his-
tory, that the time when all who believe in
Him shall have glorious bodies like [Tis own
i= yet future, is the connnon faith of the wili-
tant Church. So we do not question bat that
some of Gad's ehildren veceived the sonetify-
ing baptism with the Haly Ghost as o special
dispensation of grace, when ax yoet the prom-
ize wes not extended to “vou and to your c¢hil-
dren, to all that ave afar off, even to as many
as the Lord our God shall call.”™  But we shonld
not view the prophecies on this subject
picting the clear, definable. and normal <ol
epochs of God’s ancient children, but rather
as foregleamings of the full light so soon to
appear.

In Psalm 24 a deseription is given of those
who may fitly dwell in Jerusalem, the city of
God's dwelling place. By elear implieation
the character of those who shall live ot last
in the heavenly Jerusalem is set forth. The
fundamental requirements were: (1) elean
hands, and (2) a pure heart.  The first refers
to pardon, by means of which-one iz made
clean from the deeds of the sinful life: the
second to sanctification. the only means by
which the heart is purified.

In Psalm 31 there is clear distinetion be-
tween the poet’s desire fur rvestoration to the
favor of God and that deeper thirst for o elean
heart that should be “whiter than snow.” This
latter desire resulted from a look into the in-
ner seercts of his henrt where he discovered
the cause of his disastrous fall.  The desire
itself prompted the praver that he might be
“sashed  fhroughly” from his  iniguity  and
purged from his sin.  The mention of being
purged by hyssop clearly refers to the ancient
ceremony for the cleansing of a leper.  In this
ceremony there was no reference to forgive-
ness, but only to the removal of a defilement
which was a dhquullﬁvutmn for association
with clean people. Stated in modern povtic
Sorm, the prayer is:

The Moral Guaranty of the
Church

HEN TIHE word “church” is given
W its true interpretation, we are given

to understand that it is not a com-
pany «f truth seckers, or a social club. or n
band of pharisaical, unregenerate workers. but
rather a company of regenerated believers,
confesrors. and heralds of the cross, a com-
munion of saints, and a household of faith.
Unles2 the term is so interpreted it becomes
a misnomer.  But this interpretation reveals
that such a church has a moral guaranty of
sustenance, and that guaranty is not its works.
but its dynamic faith.

That which makes and continues to mgke
the *“church” is not Christ as its Founder, but
as itz Tenant, as its Life-power realized by
faith—potent faith which is first a ereed, then
an . experience of redemption, and then a gos-
pel. This is the only guaranty of continuous
vietory for the Church over all the power of
the ¢enemy. This concern, this fear, this be-
wilderment so noticeable in religious eircles
of today relative to the future of the Church
is a confession of the léss of this guaranty
by the nominal church. A loss that accounts
for its moral impotence and inability to cope
with tha moral situation of the present and
future.

But the true Church (any company of re-
gencrati~) possesses this guaranty still.s And
as long as any company of believers retains
this faith. this living, saving grip upon Je-
hovah’s cterual promise; as long as one band
of spiritnal realists possesses the faith. which
is to the Church not merely n pet theory or
stutcinent of view, but a perpetusnl moral en-
ergy and a vital grip on (.io(l; yea, we assert.
that shepld that company be reduced to two
or three persons (one was sutheient for a ref-
ormation in Luther's day), they have the
guaranty oI victory—yea, the vicetory itself.
“This ix the victory that overcometh the world,
even our faith.” Will such a church fear the
futuret It will not.  Will it conformn its
creed to the ideas of the modern mind? It
will not. It may brief and restate the creed
to reveal more clearly the fundamentals, but
that is all. Tt has no authority to do more.
In =0 deing it will intensify its demoand for
an experience of redemption by a surrender
of the will to God.

Will such a church fear the battle for the
creed which is already begun?¢ It will not.
Christianity's life is credal always, being the
life of faith. Therefore, every one of its fun-
damental doctrines has been established by
the Holy Spirit at the cost of martyr blood,
and that same Spirit will protect saving truth
at any cost.

Will such a church prostitute its office by
taking into its membership a host of unre-
generate inarticulates, whose righteousness is
at best but self-centered religious energy ¢ 1t
will not.  Will such a church unite with all
who profees religion, without iuquiring
whether their religion is a form or a reality ?
It will not. It dare not.
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Will such a church fear the results of not
doing this? Will it fear the triumph of hu-
manism, which many prophesy will come if
the Church refuses to heed the modern Baby-
lonian ery, “Bow down to the standard that
popular religion has set up, and acknowledge
the religion of the inarticulate as the true re-
ligion.” Again we ask, will it fearsthe results
of contending for the spiritual religion of the
atoning cross realized by faith alone, as
against the modern popular dogtrine of self-
atonement by works? Will it?

Oh, let all the blood-washed of carth join
with us in saying, “NO” in capital letters.
But. though the nominal church fail and de-
nominations wane, and humanism become the
religion of the age, and persecution come, we
(the blood-washed) will not fear. Our moral
cuaranty (Daniel 12: 10, “Many shall be puri-
fied”) nssures of the triumph of the holy. re-
aardless of the opposition of the world. For
this we live, for this we sacrifice our all, for
this we. like the martyrs of old, can die if
necessary.  So amidst all the nssaults of mod-
ern Pharisees and Sadducees, and all the co-
horts of error, we shall but teke a tighter grip
upon the eternal promise and shout, “Thanks
be unto God which giveth us, the vietory
through our Tord Jesus Christ;” for this is
the victory that overcometh the world.

let us, with all fairness to the great Teacher
and honesty with ourselves, éxamine those two
verses in the light of the text. The last clause
of the text brings to view the motive or aim
of the Savior's admenition or command; which
is. “glorify vour Father which is in heaven.”
This should be the aim of s childven, as He
has “left us an example, that we should follow
his steps.”

“Ye are the light of the world,” said Jesus.
“As long as I am in the warld, I am the light
of the world,” *They arc not of the world.
even as | am not of the world” (John 9:5:
17:14-16).  Heuce the statement, *We whicly
live wre alway delivered unto death for Jesus’
suke, that the life also of Jesus might be made
mannifest |plain, evident, visible] in our mor-
tal fiesh” (2 Cor. 4:10, 11). He did all things
“without murmurings and disputings” (Isaiah

And more, it would soon
be extinguished entirely. So we see why “men
do not put 1 candle under n bushel.”” “Quench
not the Spirit” (1 Thess. 5:19). “The spirit
of man is the candle of the Lord” (Prov.
20:27); and David says, “Thou God will light
my candle’” (Psalm 18:28). “Neither do men
light a eandle and put it under a bushel.” Do
vou think that God would manifest less wis-
dom than men? TIf men want the lighted can
dle to give light, much more does God want
those whose spirit He has lighted to give light
to all that are in the world. “And it giveth
light unto all that are in the house.”

If we are illuminated by the grace of G,
if the candle is aflame with the love of Gl
for a lost world, and if it is not placed “undwr
a bushel” there is only one coneclusion— as a
untural consequence, “it giveth light unto all
that are in the house {world].” We do not
need to compel it to shine.  If we are pious the
world will soon learn of it.

but “let your light so shine before men, that
they may see vour good works and glorify
vour Father which is in heaven.”

THE LESSON OUTLINE
H. ORTON WILEY, D.D.

I. THE GREAT COMMISSION.

These last words of Jesus may well be
called the Great Commission. It is a sum-
mary of the work of the Church as Jesus in-
tended that it should be carried on. Note the
following particulars:

(1) Go unto all nations—a proclamation
of the gospel or good news of salvation. This
is to be our supreme purpose—that for which
we live and that to which we devote our zll.
A Christinn's purpose must be world-wide.

(2)  Make disciplcs—teach all nations. We
are not to be content with merely preaching
the truth allowing it to take root or not as the
case may be. We are not to rest until the
truth is made cffective to the salvation of
sonls.

(3) Baptize them. Having made disciples
they were to be baptized in the name of the
Father aund of the Sou and of the Ioly Ghost.

(4) Teach them. The disciples having
been made and coufirmed by baptism as an
outward testimony to the world of their faith

. in Jesus Christ and the Triune God. they were
to be instructed to observe all things which
he had commended.

{5) The promisc of the divine Presence.
“Lo I am with you alway even unto the end of
the world.”

International Sunday School Lesson

July 13th
BAPTISM
Matt. 28:18-20; Acts 8:34-10

Il. 'THE BAPTISMAL FORMULX.

The commundment of Jesus to His disciples
was, “Baptize them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, aud of the Holy Ghost.” “Bap-
tizing into” (rather than “in") the name has
 twofold meaning: (1) unto. denoting ob-
ject or purpose (as one devoted to lHim, be-
longing to Hlim, coming into relations to
{lim) ; and, (2) into, into fellowship, into a
“spiritual and mystical union.” Water bap-
tismn thus becomes the symbol or token of a
true inuer fellowship of the soul with God.
By one Spirit are we all baptized inte onec
body and have all been made to drink of one
Spirit.

The baptismal formula is a proof of the
Trivity. It is not baptized into the names,
but into the name, indicating the unity of the
Godhead. Ie who is thus baptized confesses
to his belief in the deity of the Father, of
Jesus Christ the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.

Dr. Adam Clarke points out that the apos-
tles baptized the Jews in the name of Jesus,
rather than of the Trinity, and states as a
reason for this, that the difficult point in the
Jewish confession was to admit the Messinh-
ship of Fesus. The Fatherhood of God and the
Spirit of the Messiah they believed firmly.
For this reason the apostles stressed the name
of Jesus in order to strengthen the confession
at this point. The Greeks und other Gentiles
were baptized in the name of the Trinity, be-
cause it was necessary to stress the distine-
tion between the false gods of the heathen aund
the oune true, triune God.
