Reign in Life, traces its roots as a home bible study group under the care of Pastora Mila Pituc,
It was held every Sunday afternoon at the house of her aunt located in Quiapo, Manila.

By the grace of God, the people attending the bible study grew in numbers and became a satellite church in Manila of The Life Giver
Church.

Sensing a greater call from God, Pastora Mila, with the support of the leadership of The Life Giver Church Manila chapter, its members
and blessing of its main church, Reign in Life started in September 2006. It was registered under the name Reign in Life Christian Ministries
Manila Incorporated with the Securities and Exchange Commission.

In July 2008, Reign in Life opened another location in Pasig. This was the start of the fulfilment of God’s prophesy given during the 2008
Summer Retreat Camp wherein Bro. Carmelo Pituc, Reign in Life's Chief Operating Officer and one of its incorporators and member of its
Board of Trustees, was appointed as pastor.

In September 2013, Reign in Life transferred its main office and all its religious activities from Manila to Pasig.



In January 2014, in order to further deepen its members’ relationship with God, Reign in Life started its weekday gatherings every
Wednesday night of the month.

In July 2016, Reign in Life celebrated a milestone in its history when Pastor Mel, was formally ordained as Senior Pastor by its Board of
Trustees led by its President, Pastora Mila.

He was also transitioning to be the senior pastor in order to provide more support to Pastora Mila in ministry and take a more active role
in church growth while still being employed in the corporate world.

In September 2016, Reign in Life celebrated its 10th anniversary. In the succeeding months, aside from its regular Sunday Celebrations
of 9:30 am and 3:00pm and Wednesdays, at 7:30pm, Reign in Life started two special celebrations: Early Morning celebration every 1st
and 3rd Sundays of the month, at 7:30am, and Sabadong Sama-samang Samba every 2nd and 4th Saturdays of the month, at 7:30pm.

In June 2017, sensing God’s direction to fully focus on His calling over his life, Senior Pastor Mel Pituc, resigned from his corporate job
and started to pursue full time ministry.

As of September 2017, Reign in Life already has more than 200 bonafide members.

2020, this year Reign in Life, thru God's grace, reached another milestone of going full blast with its online presence. While celebrating
14 years of ministry with the theme "Advancing God's reign, wherever, whenever" we are spreading the Good News of Jesus Christ
anywhere the Lord will lead us regardless of season.

If there is one critical component for a d\sdpfe of Jesus
Christ to grow in the faith, itsould b bngaging in spir-
itual disciplines. And developing a consistentdsly de-
votion lifestyle should be top on our list. The challenge
however, especially for new Christians is answer the.,
guestion “How do | do that? Byt b&fore answering
that it would be best to answer firstthe why. Accdrding
10 Jesus Himself, in Matthew 26 “41 Watch and,pray,
lest you enter into temptation: The spirit indeed is will-
ing, butihe flesh is weak.” This statement of our Lord
indeed emphasizes the need to engage in regular time
with God for it allows us to strengthen our spiritual life
neededto overcome any trial or temptation that may
come ourway. This strengthening happens primarily
becalise we spending time with God through worship,
His Wordianehprayer which together ultimately contrib-
Ute greatly todthe deepening of our relationship with
Hifm, In ‘order to help you in establishing a consistent
devotion lifestyle, | have listed down some practical
tips which for me are worthwhile considering;

The best time to have a devotion time or quiet time
is when you are at your best. Often times this would
be in the morning for you are coming off from rest,
with your mind more likely less cluttered and with
lesser distraction. This of course is also logical be-
cause we are beginning the day with God who de-
serves to be prioritized with our time. However,
what is truly important regardless of the time you
set, you should strive to be consistent. A simple tip
for beginners is to start with a few minutes, sey 15
minutes but let it grow as you progress with your
time with God. Although we are to give more em-
phasize on quality over quantity, we need to strike a
balance with both.

Setting a designated place for one’s quiet time is also
important for it can set the tone when coming to God.
A quiet place where you can be alone with God allows.
you to be separated from the noise of the world and
be concentrated on Him before even engaging with
your daily affairs in life. Even the Lord Jesus Christ,
Wwho despite being the Son of God, lived out His com-
plete humanity with this regular time with the Father
by coming to a designated place to be alone with
Him. You can read all about this in Luke 22:39 and
Mark 1:35.

To make one’s time with God truly worthwhile, ft would
be best to come prepared. One resource you would
definitely is a Bible which should be readable. Selecting
2 version that you are comfortable with for personal de-

may even consider, depending on the availability, a ver-
sion using your own dialect. The point is, use one which
will not complicate things but help you out. As long as
the version s acceptable across various Christian de-
nominations, you may us that Bible in your devotion.
You may slso consider bringing along a notebook and
pen to write down insights from the Seripture as well as
your prayer items. Another thing that has been truly
helpfulin my devotions is a device, like amobile phone
to listen to worship songs which | can also sing back to
God.




After preparing for the logistical part of your devo-
tion, very Important as well is possessing the right at-
titude. Remember that no amount of physical prepa-
ration will be enough to compensate the lack of
preparation of the inner self. Since you are spending
time with God, you are to approach Him with rever-
ence each time. It is an honor to be able to come to
God, who created you but enjoys spending time with
you, His child. Consider yourself privileged to have
been given access to Him, through Jesus Christ. This
standing in Christ should translate to confidence in
expecting God to move during your devotion. Expec-
tancy is a reflection of faith which the Lord desires to
see in the heart of anyone who comes to Him. Always
believe that God will speak to you as you become
open to Him. This then should drive you to value obe-
dience whenever you are coming to God.
