in relation to Pentecost

In  the Epistle to the Hebrews we are told that 

"Jesus also, that he m ight sanctify the people with 

his own blood, suffered w ithout the gate.” A long 

with this declaration of divine truth should be 

read John 1 ():7-15; Acts 2:29-3(>; and Hebrews 

13:10-13.

There is a definite and significant relationship 

between Calvary and Pentecost. In fact, the earthly 

ministry of Jesus Christ was not completed until 

He ascended to the Father and sent the Holy 

Spirit to His followers on earth. This was the 

purpose of His coming as announced by John the 

Baptist—to baptize w ith the Holy Spirit.

The coming of the promised Comforter was 

conditioned upon Christ’s departure to the right 

hand of the Father in glory. The outpouring of 

the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost was proof 

of His glorification at the right hand of the Father. 

Let us bear in m ind, therefore, that the Cross 

provides for Pentecost, and Pentecost is the com­

plement of Calvary.

T h e  C r o s s  P r o v i d e s  f o r  P e m e c o s i

Calvary opens the way to Pentecost by providing 

a basis of reconciliation. Sinners may now find an 

atonement for their sins (11 Corinthians 5:19) 

and a full reconciliation that qualifies them to 

receive the Holy Spirit (John 11:17). The work 

of Christ on Calvary was to provide something 

for the Holy Spirit to administer (Hebrews 9:22). 

Salvation and cleansing must be provided before 

they could be administered. Now the ‘‘Spirit of 

adoption" may make actual to every penitent 

that sonship provided in the Cross.

Calvary opens the way to Pentecost by providing 

the cleansing lilood  that sanctifies the consecrated 

believer. Whatever else happened at Pentecost, 

the hearts of the believers were purified (Acts 

15:8). This is the real New Testament significance 

of sanctification (Hebrews 9:13-11; 10:10, I I) . 

Jesus died to make men holy. No one can dispute 

this fact. His method for doing this is through the 

Spirit's application of the cleansing Blood.

The Blood, the Blood is a ll my pica.

H alle lu jah , for it cleanseili me!

Calvary opens the way to Pentecost by providing 

its with a glorified Saviour. Calvary may have been 

Jesus’ hum ilia tion , but it became the doorway to 

His glorification. It  opened toward His resurrec­

tion. It lead on to His ascension. It culm inated in 

His being seated at the right hand of the Father. 

Having entered the holy of holies and having 

sprinkled there the mercy seat with the blood of 

His own sacrifice, He became the Mediator of a 

better covenant. He abides now as our great H igh 

Priest. It was His glorification that made Pente­

cost possible. Pentecost is positive proof that the 

atonement of Christ has been received and rati­

fied by the Father, and that Jesus has been crowned 

at the right hand of the Father as our mediatorial 

Messiah. He has received of the Father the Holy 

Spirit, whom He promised as His Successor on 

earth.

Calvary opens the way to Pentecost by providing 

for each of us a personal crucifixion. Those who 

would know the reality of being risen with Christ 

must first know the reality of being crucified and 

buried with H im . A personal cross is the price of 

one's own cleansing.

P e m e c o s t  I s i i i e  C o m p l e m e n t  o f  C a l v a r y

It completes the work begun on Calvary. Cal­

vary stays the death penalty over sinners. Pente­

cost brings the dynamic of risen life to them. On 

Calvary, Christ gave His life for us; in Pentecost, 

He gives His abundant life to us.

Pentecost is the crowning fact of the earthly 

ministiy of our Lord. It is the culm ination of 

Calvary. John  had said Jesus would baptize with 

the Holy Spirit. On that first resurrection day 

Jesus commanded His disciples to receive the Holy 

Spirit (John 20:22). Since He died to make men 

holy He sent to them the Spirit of holiness in the 

Pentecostal baptism.

"Pentecost is the setjuel to the Son’s investiture” 

(to quote Samuel Chadw ick). From the Father 

and the Son proceeds the Spirit. The Resurrection 

has proved the truth of His earthly teachings and 

claims. Now Pentecost is evidence of His reunion 

and acceptance with the Father. It  is a case where 

the crowned K ing sends back the coronation gift 

to those who are H is people. Here is proof of the 

Saviour’s efficiency. The demands of the law have
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been satisfied. The merits of His blood have been 

established. Reconciliation is fully provided. The 

Holy Spirit is now sent to make actual to men of 

faith the provisions of the Cross.

Pentecost provides the church with the dynamic 

of victory (Acts 1:8). Now the church knows the 

power of unfa iling  loyalty that comes from a pure 

heart. This begets the power to witness effectively 

and fearlessly. Grace enables the Christian now to 

make others Christian. The unity of the Spirit 

prevails now' among those made perfect in love. 

W hom  Satan would defeat he must first divide.

Let us not stop at Calvary, but press on to Pente­

cost. Let not Christ’s death for our sanctification 

be in  vain.

Does Pentecost Lose Its Identity?

One hundred and twenty Spirit-baptized fo l­

lowers of Jesus held their first street meeting in 

Jerusalem and shocked the sensibilities of the staid 

religionists who had never seen a service like this 

before.

The statement which prompts the title of this 

article was the emphatic declaration made by the 

Apostle Peter in reply to the critical query of 

Jerusalem inhabitants and visitors as they looked 

and listened. The record declares, “They were all 

amazed.” Another critic declared, “These men are 

fu ll of new wine.” The answer of Peter was ample 

and apparently satisfying as he said, “These are 

not drunken, as ye suppose . . . But this is that 

which was spoken by the prophet Joel; and it 

shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I 

w ill pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and 

your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and 

your young men shall see visions, and your old 

men shall dream dreams: and on my servants and 

on my handmaidens I w ill pour out in those days 

of mv Spirit; and they shall prophesy” (Acts 

2:15-18).
Many are inclined to ask today if the flight of 

time and the modernizing of the church have de­

veloped another type of Christian experience— 

a k ind  that eliminates the manifestation of the 

emotional in religious experience. A stock answer 

and usual reply is, “Times have changed and the 

church has become more conventional.” R ut wait 

a moment: let’s ask ourselves some questions.

Has God changed? Are hum an need and nature 

different from what they were two thousand years 

ago? Do heart need and hum an nature require

the same method and ideal that they d id  two 

thousand years ago? Is the average comm unity or 

congregation amazed when exponents of Pente­

costal experience witness to this grace? O r have 

we unconsciously elim inated the emotional and 

exuberant demonstration from our services so car­

nal people w ill not be disturbed?

W e are well aware that there were some signs 

and manifestations that do not accompany Pente­

costal experience today—the “cloven tongues like

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as of fire” have never been duplicated. M u ltip lied  

thousands have received the Holy Ghost as their 

positive Sanctifier as real and definite as was their 

conversion but they have never spoken in tongues. 

One thing we must ever realize is that God has 

never elim inated the emotional. Frequently in 

ordinary life—in joy, in sorrow, in politics, in ath­

letics—it evidences itself again and again, and we 

are glad for this channel of expression.

Peter identified Pentecost with the promise from 

the O ld  Testament, “This is that which was spoken 

by the prophet Joel.” The question I would ask 

is this, “Should not those who receive the Holy 

Spirit be affected somewhat like those at the Day 

of Pentecost? Should there not be an identity?”

The consequences of that m ighty outpouring of 

the Holy Ghost so affected the congregation that

3,000 were converted and joined the original 120. 

At a later meeting they had a larger increase with 

‘>,000 seeking the Lord and lin ing  up  with the fol­

lowers of the Nazarene. I wonder if the church 

had kept up  that Pentecostal pace for a few centu­

ries if Jesus would not have come back to claim 

His waiting bride long ere this late hour.

We seem to be so inclined to accept the unreal 

in place of the real. A  recent lengthy report in the 

press tells us that IT.S. church membership has 

climbed to the all-time high of over one hundred 

m illion members. The increase has outstripped the 

increase in population, and of this number nearlv 

fifty-eight m illion  and a half are Protestants. Surelv 

this is a commendable increase. But wait a m inute 

—what is the real significance of this increase? How 

will it affect the churches? W ill it mean the re­

habilitation of the Sunday night service and the 

restoration of the midweek prayer meeting where 

that service is only a memory? If  these new church 

members can do all their churchgoing on a Sunday 

morning and perhaps watch a television program 

Sunday night, is that k ind  of Christianity going 

to put a brake on the fearful crime wave that is 

sweeping our land and nation?

Pentecost affected the lives and moral status of 

thousands of people. Pentecost sent new mission­

aries to people that had never heard the gospel of 

Jesus Christ. Pentecost filled the church treasury 

with funds for every need. One professor and his 

wife tried to lie about their gifts to God. but the 

undertaker carried them out of the church service 

and the work of God was kept intact. Everybody 

saw that hypocrisy carried an awful penalty w ith it.

I have been a member of the Church of the 

Nazarene from its birth fifty years ago and before 

that of one of the religious groups that helped 

compose the present denom ination. The prayer 

meeting was well attended, the Sunday night ser­

vice was a revival service, and the crowd was about 

the same at n ight as in the morning service. Some­

one may be ready to say, “I  guess the writer is an

old- t imer ,” a n d  we own the accusat ion.  B u t  wai t  
a mo m ent .  Jeremiah  said someth ing  ab o u t  yes­
t e rday—“Stand ye in the ways, an d  see, an d  
ask for the old paths,  where is the good way, a n d  
walk therein,  and  ye shall f ind rest for your  souls. 
Bu t  they said, We will no t  walk the re in” (Jere­
miah  (>:!(>) .

Pentecost  is an “old way,” twenty centuries  old, 
and  no ma t te r  wh a t  keen minds  we have o r  wha t  
rel igious schemes we propose,  we never  can i m ­
prove on the or iginal  that  Pe te r  ident if i ed as 
p rophesied when  he declared,  “ This is tha t  which 
was spoken by the  p ro p h e t  Joel.”

Pentecost is the justification for the doctrine of 

regeneration by the Holy Spirit and entile sanc­

tification by His purifying agency and TI is indwell 

ing fullness.

D ivine pos­

session as im plied here is not transitory, fictitious, 

the device of priestcraft, or the w ild dream of 

mystic superstition; but it is real, reasonable, per­

manent, and fruitfu l of blessed issues. The Temple

of old, invested with an awful sanctity to the view 

of the worshipers as the heaven-kindled fire came 

down, and “ the glory of the Lord filled the house,” 

was nothing to compare with the higher sanctity 

with which we should clothe the being of man in 

whom the I lolv Spirit dwells! “Holiness unto the 

I.ord" must be the law of his life. Just as the 

living God dwelt in the Mosaic Tabernacle and in 

the Temple of Solomon, so does the Holy Ghost 

dwell in the souls of all who have been born from 

above and filled with His fullness.

O ur bodies are temples designed to gloiify God. 

"Therefore glorilv God in votn bodv." Paul knew 

that the woiship of the Roman goddess Venus 

(the goddess of bloom and beauty, who became 

identified with the Greek Aphrodite, goddess of 

love and beauty) was foul beyond description. 

Such worshipers failed to glorify God, were nn- 

thanklul, became vain in their imaginations, and 

had foolish and darkened hearts. Professing to be 

wise, they became fools, and changed the glory of 

God in io  an image made like to corruptible man; 

then to still lower levels of birds, four-footed 

beasts, and creeping things. God gave u p  such 

people to vile affections, and because they d id  not 

like' to retain H im  in their knowledge, He gave 

them over to a reprobate m ind. They were filled 

with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, 

covetousness, malic iousness, given to envy, murder, 

debate, deceit, being guilty of the long list of sins 

that come from disobedience to God. The human 

temple by them was defiled in every way possible 

to sin.

The sacrifice of the only begotten Son of God 

is the provision for the possibility and the neces­

sity of glorifying God in our bodies. Because we 

are “bought with a price,” we should “glorify God 

in . . . [our] bodies.” The shed blood of Christ is 

suffic ient to cleanse the moral nature of man, pre­

senting him  blameless before God.

Christianity means moral transformation of in d i­

vidual human lives and progress w ith in that trans­

formation. No progress can be made un til it is 

made in the heart of the indiv idual person. N o 

personal Christian testimony can be any stronger 

and more effective than the underlying spiritual 

condition of the one giving it. This is also true 

as to the effectiveness of forms of worship, which 

require, after all, human personalities for their 

manipulation.

In conclusion, let each one prepare himself to 

be a human temple of the' D ivine bv asking himself 

these searching questions: Has my body become 

the temple of the? Holy Spirit? Do I know H im  in 

a personal way because of a new spiritual birth 

e ffected bv H im? Do I know H im  in His personal 

indwelling, bv which I cry, "Abba, Father”? Is 

there in my life a personal conviction of a definite 

moral change wrought by God, the Holy Spirit,
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which makes me not my own? II we t a n  ansue i  shou ld  yield ourselves today to the G od  who  would
in the aff i rmat ive we should praise God  for the live in us, walk in us, a n d  forever be o u r  personal
fact tha t  He has made  us temples of His  in which God  of faith,  hope ,  a n d  love, God wants us for H is

to dwell.  Jf we must  answer in the negat ive we temples’.

“Sixty days,” an d  then saw the specially p repared 
calendar  where a you th  checked off those days 
until . . .

I went  to the hospi tal  ami  hea rd  the pat ient  
say, “ Nine more  clays until . . . ." an d  well re­
m e m b er  the joyful dav of release.

I read a mother ' s  let ter  f rom a GI overseas who  
wrote,  “Th i r ty - two more  da vs until,"  an d  then wi t ­
nessed the happ y  reunion .

T h e  world wastes this hour ,  or dav, foolish in 
the fallacy tha t  n o th in g  is impo r t an t ,  until . . . 

In each case ment io ne d  someth ing  had  to h ap p en  
before the peak of expectancy became a wo r th ­
while reality. T h e  release of the p r i soner  was a 
mistake unless each dav was used for repen tance 
an d  reform. Dismissal from the hospi tal  was an 
e r ro r  unless heal ing  and  a dai ly s t r eng thening  
p repare d  the pat ient  for it. R e tu rn  from bat t l e  is 
fut i le unless the war  is won.

T o  people who  shou ld  u n de rs t an d  these wo rk­
ing  principles,  the Mas ter  said, “T a r r y  . . . until.”

T h e  importance  of Pentecost  is first b rough t  to 
man' s  a t ten t ion  as he notes the p reparato ry  con d i ­
t ions which must  be met.  fust as Chr i s t ’s sacrificial 
dea th  paral lels  the Passover, so the roots necessary 
to b r i ng  ab o u t  this, the Feast of the Harvest ,  are 
bur ie d  deep in ISiblical ant iqui ty .  God  p lanne d  
f rom the beg inning;  the disciples could be p re ­
pa red  only by t a r n i n g  . . . until!

All h u m a n  p repara t ion  can be well condensed 
to the words of Acts 2:1— “T h e y  were all wi th one 
accord in one place.” I.ike an orchestra,  all were 
in the i r  place, condi t ions  h ad  been met,  and  a 
spir i tual  symphony  of heaven's  sweetest music: 
s tar ted with “ a ch o rd ” tha t  was first born  in 
the hear t s of men  of “one accord.” On e  wri te r  
suggests, “T h e y  h ad  bu t  one p rayer  to God,  and  
every hea r t  u t t e red  i t ,” suggest ing tha t  motives 
were melted and  refined,  so onlv the essence of 
pur e  spir i tual  values remained .  T h e v  t ar r i ed . . . 
un til . . .

On  the Day of Pentecost  all else serves as back­
g r o u n d  to emphasize the personal i ty an d  presence

of the Holy Spiri t .  T h e  glory of Faster  came in 
the news: “H e  is no t  here:  for  he is r isen.” T h e  
glory of Pentecost  is in the news:

The Holy Spirit came,

.■III glory to H is name!

The fire of heav’nly love 

Is burning in my soul.

Here  the disciples ceased en t r ea t ing  a n d  s tar ted 
en te r t a ining.  O n  the first Pentecost ,  G o d  gave His  
law on M o u n t  Sinai,  accom pa nied  with  thunder -  
ings an d  l ightnings.  Men  feared,  a n d  Moses fou n d  
them in wickedness.  O n  the Pentecost ,  G o d  sent  
clown His Holy  Spiri t ,  t ha t  new law of l ight  a n d  
life mig h t  be established.  Fea r  was cast out ;  me n  
hea rd  gladly an d  the L o rd  ad d ed  to the church.  
Small  w on de r  the hea r t  of an o th e r  song wri te r  
overf lowed as he  wrote:

He abides, He abides,

H a lle lu jah , He abides with me!

I'm  rejoicing night and day,

As I  walk the narrow way,

Tor the Comforter abides u'ith me.

Abid e  is a t erm rich in mean ing :  to be  wi th  you,  
at  your  side, in you,  in yo ur  hear t ;  to be present ,  
to con tinue,  r emain,  dwell ,  to make  His  h o m e 
with you.

T h e  thi rd  aspect  of Pentecost  ŵ as, “ T h e y  were 
all fi l led.” W h a t  is r ecorded  as the  Acts of  the 
Apost les is o u r  chal lenge today.  Pentecost  as a 
whole is r epeatable  in the life of the church.  W h a t  
h ap p en ed  to the first disciples mus t  come to us 
anew if we will tarry . . . un til . . .

One of the chi ldish p ranks  of college days was 
to ask someone to p o u r  water ,  then  j erk the  glass 
away when  only hal f  filled, em bar rass ing  the 
p o ur e r  an d  soi l ing the  tablecloth.

Frequent ly  the fai thful  are t e mpted  to enjoy the 
luxury  of discouragement .  T h r o w i n g  the ir  souls'  
“fresh g lowing  a rdo r"  into  the Chri s t ian  warfare,  
they have been dismayed to observe that  the i r  ef­
forts have not  quickly put  the enemy to rout .  Th ey  
are no t  so much  exhaus ted  by thei r  work  as by 
the feel ing tha t  no th ing  comes of it.

Strangely enough ,  the day often seems darkest  
to those who live in its noon hours.  We look back 
t h r ough  church  history and  p roudly  pin medals  
of h o n o r  on certain periods and  peoples.  Yet many 
ol these very persons described the church of the ir  
day as being  on the verge ol collapse.  Gregory of 
Nazianzus,  in the four th  century,  wrote to a fr iend,  
“All tha t  is ho norab le  is perishing:  evils are naked;  
o u r  voyage is in the dark:  there is a beacon n o ­
where;  Christ  is sleeping' '  (Epistles, 1 A X X )  .

Yet in tha t  very century were born August ine,  
still regarded  by many  as the greatest  theologian 
of the Chri s t ian  church;  Ambrose,  r egarded  as 
the greatest  p u lp i t  o ra to r  of the Wes tern  church 
of his day: Chrysostom, cal led “ the g o lde n­

mou th ed ' '  by reason of the excellence of his e lo­
quence;  and  Jerome, s tu den t  of this very Gregory 
ol Nazianzus,  who t rans la ted the Scriptures f rom 
the Hebrew an d  Greek  into  L a t i n —a t ranslat ion  
which above all others was to serve the  Chri s t ian  
c hurch  lot one thous and  years an d  is still t he o f ­
ficial Bible ol the R o m a n  Catholic: church.

W h en  we are t e mpted  to despair ,  r emember :  
Go d  is bu i ld ing  faster tha n  sin a n d  Sa tan  can 
destroy. Much  of o u r  pessimism comes because 
we look only at o u r  p roblems an d  o u r  dai ly news­
papers.  W e forget to look at  G o d ’s promises  an d  
His e t ernal  Wo rd .

A news magazine  is usual ly a more  rel iable r e ­
port ing  m e di u m  tha n  a newspaper  s imply because 
its p rod uc t io n  schedule al lows its wri ters  t ime 
to gain a bit more perspective.  So also we see m o te  
clearly when  we look at  o u r  p roblems  th r ough  
God' s  promises.  W e  escape the d i s tor t ion  of the 
present  when we catch the perspect ive of the 
eternal .

Self, af ter  carnal i ty  is r emoved,  mus t  have the 
addi t ion  of divine love. W i t h o u t  this we will  be 
deleated  too. A l ex an der  the Grea t  looked qu i t e  
small  as he lay dead,  the vict im of his own wea k­
ness.

Fhe  Ch u rch  of the Nazarene  does well to stress
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the  necessity of ent i r e  sanct if icat ion.  Only  as we 
are completely cleansed are  we completely fi l led 
wi th  the Spiri t .  On ly  as we are completely fi lled 
wi th  the  Spi ri t  do  we have complete  victory over  
self.

E a r t h ’s h ighways  a n d  byways are l i t t ered  with 
casualties.  Like  Alexander ,  they w o u ld  be con­
querors  cxccpt for one thing.

Alcohol ,  nicot ine,  dope,  glut tony,  a n d  lust  ca n ­
not  be locked u p  o r  t am ed  in the  heart .  Like  the  
five kings at  M akkedah ,  they mus t  be slain.  If  
they are no t  p u t  to the edge of the sword they 
will  p u t  the sword’s edge to us. G od  intends  tha t  
Sa tan  shall  be b ru ised  u n d e r  o u r  feet. G o d  can 
remove the reservat ion,  “except  for  one th ing,” 
a n d  make  us victors in all things.

and

SECONDARY THINGS

O n e ol the great  dangers  to every Chri s t ian is 
to pe rm i t  secondary things  to get ahea d  of p r imary  
things.  Satan knows  this, a n d  f rom his r eper toi re  
of subt le  t empta t ions  he at tacks us of t en at  this 
point .

P r imary  things in the Chr i s t i an  life have to do 
with such matte rs  as p rayer  a n d  the s tudy of the 
Word .  Secondary things have to do  with such m a t ­
ters as the  mechan ics  of Chr i s t i an  service. Whi l e  
we do no t  m i n i m i /e  the i mp or ta nc e  of secondary 
matters ,  let us r e m e m b e r  tha t  some things are basic 
ami  mus t  be given a t t e n t i on  first.

Jesus ad mo ni she d  a wai t ing < ongregat ion on 
ihe moun ta ins id e ,  "Seek ve first the k ingdom of 
Cod,  a n d  his r ighteousness;  an d  all these things 
shall be add ed  u n t o  y o u ” (M at the w  (i:.1.‘i) .

Once when  Jesus was being en t e r t a in ed  in the 
home of M a r t h a  an d  Mary,  M ar t ha  became overlv 
concerned  ab o u t  the serving. T h e n  Jesus cau t ioned  
her, ' ‘T h o u  ar t  careful  a n d  t ro ub l ed  ab o u t  ma ny  
things:  b u t  one th in g  is needful :  a n d  Mary ha th  
chosen tha t  good part ,  wh ich shall not  be taken 
away f rom h e r ” (Luke  10:41 -*12) -

Again we note  Ch r i s t ’s c o m m a n d  to the dis­
ciples af t er  His  resurrect ion:  "And ,  being as­
sembled together  with them,  com m an d ed  them 
that they shou ld  not depart  I rom Jerusalem, but  
wait for the promise of the Father,  . . . ve shall 
receive power,  af t er  tha t  the Holv Ghost  is come 
upon  you:  a n d  ve shall  be witnesses” (Acts 1:4-8). 
T h e  disciples obeyed.  T h e y  t arr i ed  u n t i l —unt i l  
the fire fell, un t i l  t he Holy Spiri t  was given in His 
fullness a n d  the i r  hear t s  were  cleansed.

T h e  success of the New  T e s ta m e n t  church was 
not  because they h a d  clever p rograms  a n d  an ex­
cellent organ izat ion;  r a th e r  it was because they 
were Spiri t-fil led. W h e n  we are Spiri t-fil led, we 
are compe l led  to witness.  Spiri t-fil led witnesses

can witness effectively. T h a t  is why we need  to 
talk to God  ab ou t  men  before we talk to men  
ab o u t  God.

In  this day of en l ig h ten ment  we should  analyze 
o u r  me thods  closely, p la n  adequately,  an d  harness 
o u r  resources.  W e  mus t  be effective. Bu t  to be 
effective we mus t  have oil for o u r  machinery,  and  
to have oil for o u r  mach inery  we mus t  p u t  p r imary 
things first.

Secondary mat ter s  have to do  wi th organizat ional  
meetings,  erect ing church  buildings,  a n d  the like. 
While all these things are impo r t an t  an d  necessary, 
and  they must  be done,  they are not  the f u n d a ­
mental  things.

In the process of educat ion,  one learns the p r i ­
mary things,  then spends the rest of  his life in 
secondary educat ion  an d  the superst ruc ture  of 
learning.  Bu t  this is no t  the o rde r  of spir i tual  
things. W e mus t  be everlast ingly at  it in p r imary 
things to m a in t a i n  fervency in devot ion a n d  to be 
f rui tful  in service.

T h e  New T e s ta m e n t  church  fathers discovered 
this. T h e y  said, ‘‘It is no t  reason tha t  we should 
leave the word  of God,  an d  serve tables. W h e r e ­
fore, b re th ren ,  look ye out  am on g  you seven men 
of honest  report ,  full of the Holy Ghost  and wis­
dom.  wh om we mav app o in t  oxer this business. 
Bui we will give ourselves cont inual ly  to prayer,  
an d  to the mini st ry  of the word"  (Acts (5:2-4) . 
T h u s  the W o rd  speaks for itself.

G en u in e  Holy  Ghost  revivals are pr imary.  Ef ­
fective Chr i s t ian  witnessing is pr imary.  All  the 
things tha t  we do, we do  for Jesus’ sake, to b r ing  
others  to bow before H i m  a n d  to beh o ld  His  
majesty.

Unless we are successful here,  the o the r  m u l t i ­
plicity of things tha t  we are encumb er ed  wi th are 
l it t le mo re  t h a n  straw.
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What We Believe:
13. Baptism

“W e believe that Christian baptism is a sacra­

ment signifying acceptance of the benefits of the 

atonement of Jesus Christ, to be administered to 

believers as declarative of their faith in Jesus 

Christ as their Saviour, and full purpose of obedi­

ence in holiness and righteousness.

“Baptism being the symbol of the New Testa­

ment, young children may be baptized, upon re­

quest of parents or guardians who shall give as­

surance for them of necessary Christian training.

“Baptism may be administered by sprinkling, 

pouring, or immersion, according to the choice of 

the applicant” (1950 M anual, Church of the Naza- 

rene, page 33).

In  the Christian religion the sacrament of bap­

tism is a sacred ceremony which signifies the ac­

ceptance of Christ. Those who seek and obtain 

baptism confess publicly their faith in Jesus Christ 

as their Saviour and their determ ination to follow 

H im  in righteousness.

O ur church gives the applicant for baptism the 

right to choose the mode he prefers. He may be 

baptized by “sprinkling, pouring, or immersion.”

John the Baptist came preaching the baptism 

of repentance for the remission of sins. He also 

insisted on those who did  repent being baptized. 

This was the case to such an extent that he came 

to be called “John the Baptist,” or John  the Bap- 

tizer. Even Jesus, in order that He m ight “ fu lfil 

all righteousness,” presented himself to John to 

be baptized. John  remonstrated w ith H im ; never­

theless he went ahead and administered baptism to 

the Master of men, even as the latter requested.

The great gospel message, in the beginning of 

both John’s and Jesus’ ministry, and of the latter’s 

followers, was, “Repent, believe, and be baptized.” 

In Mark 10:13-1(5 we have some very significant 

words: “And they brought young children to him , 

that he should touch them: and his disciples re­

buked those that brought them. But when Jesus 

saw it, he was much displeased, and said unto them, 

Suffer the little children to come unto me, and 

forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom  of 

God. Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not 

receive the kingdom of God as a little child, he 

shall not enter therein. And he took them up in 

his arms, put his hands upon them, and blessed 

them.” Children are born into the new covenant, 

they are in  the kingdom of God, and upon this 

basis our M anual says they “may be baptized” if 

their parents or guardians request it, and promise 

to follow it up with Christian training. Also our 

church provides for the dedication or consecration 

of children where parents want to present their 

children to the Lord but do not believe in  in fant 

baptism.

Baptism is an im portant ceremony, and certainly 

we ought to insist that every person who joins one 

of our churches be baptized by whatever mode he 

may choose. T o fail to give the proper place to 

this rite is to fail to carry on the work of God as 

it should be.

Little Talks on the Holy Spirit:
17. Filled with the Holy Ghost

"F illed with the Holy Ghost,” like “baptism 

with the Holy Spirit,” is a Xc ir Testament phrase. 

This does not mean that there are no prophecies 

in the O ld  Testament concerning the experience 

of being filled with the Holy Ghost. Neither does 

it completely exclude the possibility of the latter

occurring in O ld  Testament times. Just as there 

were those who rose above the day in which they 

lived and received vital instead of legal salvation, 

so there were a few in the O ld  Testament who 

looked forward to Pentecost, or entire sanctifica­

tion, and received the blessing.

But let us get back to the actual New Testament 

teaching. We are told that John the Baptist was 

"filled with the Holy Ghost, . . . from his mother's 

womb” (Luke 1:15). Adam  Clarke says on this, 

“Shall be divinely designated to this particular 

office, and qualified for it from his mother's womb, 

irom the instant of his b irth .” Then Clarke adds 

that, according to some manuscripts, the meaning 

is that lu‘ was filled with the Holy Ghost “in the 

womb of his mother” ; thus "in tim a ting  that even 

belore he should be born into the world the Holv 

Spirit should be communicated to h im .” He also 

suggests that this may have taken place on the 

salutation of the Virgin Mary (Luke 1:11, 11).

T o  be filled with the Holy Ghost implies hav­

ing the sotd influenced in all its powers w ith the 

illum inating , strengthening, and sanctifying energy 

of the Spirit. However, someone may say that if 

you interpret this to mean a regular and per­

manent filling with the Holy Ghost, you are not 

only anticipating Pentecost blit doing away with 

the free w ill of John the Baptist. However, as has 

already been indicated, from the standpoint of 

O ld  Testament characters it is not impossible 

that Pentecost should be anticipated in a few in ­

stances. As to the second objection, it should be 

said that such an experience did not break down 

John the Baptist’s w ill. He was still a free moral 

agent and could refuse to continue to be indwelt
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by the Holy Ghost if he so chose. After all, we 

have a miracle-working God, and let’s not lim it 

H im  unnecessarily.

In  the case of Elisabeth, who was described as 

being filled with the Holy Ghost (Luke 1:41, 67), 

it coidd have been an example of the O ld  Testa­

ment teaching where God is spoken of as “coming 

upon" people for a definite purpose. Certainly 

such an interpretation is permissible, since in 

Luke 1 we are told that Elisabeth “spake out with 

a loud voice, and said, Blessed art thou among 

women, and blessed is (he fruit of thy womb. And 

whence is this to me, that the mother of my Lord 

should come to me? For, lo, as soon as the voice 

of thy salutation sounded in m ine ears, the babe

leaped in my womb for joy. And blessed is she 

that believed: for there shall be a performance of 

those things which were told her from the Lord” 

(vv. 41-45). God came upon Elisabeth through 

the filling  of the Spirit that she might, bring this 

message to Mary when the latter saluted her. A 

specia 1 need was present, and God gave extraordi­

nary help for that need to be met. O n  the other 

hand, if you insist on interpreting this as a definite 

Pentecostal filling  of the Spirit, no one should 

deny you that privilege.

The situation in regard to Zacharias was very 

sim ilar to that w ith Elisabeth. Here are the words 

(through verse 79) : “And his father Zacharias was 

filled with the Floly Ghost, and prophesied, saying. 

Blessed be the Lord God of Israel: for he hath 

visited and redeemed his people, . . .” God filled 

Zacharias with the Holy Ghost that he might speak 

forth this wonderful prophecy concerning the 

Christ. Again, if you feel this is not a sufficient 

explanation, then th ink of this passage as referring 

to an instance where an ind iv idual was filled with 

the Holy Ghost, or received his Pentecost, in antici­

pation of the actual arrival of that day.

This brings us to a truth that appears in several 

places in  the New Testament. Persons are spoken 

of as being “filled” or “fu ll of” the Holy Ghost, 

which does not indicate that they received the 

Pentecostal experience, but rather that they were 

manifesting it by a certain type of action. It was 

not the Lord coming upon them for that form of 

activity, as was the case in the O ld  Testament when 

God came upon people for the performance of a 

specific task. It was the description of an act which 

resulted from a permanent state. They had been

and were now filled with the Holy Ghost, and this 

which they d id  was an expression, or manifesta­

tion, of that state. This is what is meant when we 

are given these words, “Peter, filled w ith the Holy 

Ghost, said unto them, Ye rulers of the people, and 

elders of Israel, . . .” (Acts 4:8-12). Thus Peter, 

because he was filled with the Holy Ghost, had 

to prophesy, or preach, to the people. The state­

ment here does not mean that Peter was just then 

filled with the Holy Ghost, but that, being filled 

with the Holy Ghost, he spoke forth as he did.

A like explanation holds for Stephen when he 

is described as being fu ll of the Holy Ghost (Acts 

6:3, 5 and 7:55). These passages do not mean that 

he was then receiving his Pentecost, but rather that 

he had already received it, and the Spirit was 

abiding still w ithin his heart. Likewise we would 

explain Acts 9:17 with reference to Pau l, and also 

Acts 13, where the W ord says: “Then Saul, (who 

also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost, 

set his eyes on him , and said, O  full of all subtilty 

and all mischief, thou child of the devil, thou 

enemy of all righteousness, w ilt thou not cease to 

pervert the right ways of the Lord?” (vv. 9-10.) 

And then the judgment fell upon Elymas. Pau l’s 

reception of Pentecost is not described here; his 

possession of it is set forth, the experience which 

he had received and which continued w ith h im .

This same truth is emphasized in Acts 13:52, 

where we arc told that “ the disciples were filled 

with joy, and with the Holy Ghost.”

Over against these passages, which refer to a 

state or a condition which abides, is the great pas­

sage in Acts 2:4, where we are told: “A nd they were 

a ll filled with the Holy Ghost.” Here the Pente­

costal experience is bestowed on a num ber of peo­

ple. The great, looked-for breakthrough had finally 

come; the new dispensation had begun.

Arts -1:31 is the most difficult passage to har­

monize with this scheme. Here we are told that a 

certain group of people “were all filled with the 

Holy Ghost.” They seemed to be from among 

those who had already received their Pentecost— 

that’s the way some feel about it. However, others 

do not agree with this view. They would fit these 

words into the method of interpretation given 

above. For them it was not another Pentecost, but 

a description of a state which manifested itself thus, 

“and they spake the word of God with boldness.” 

A third explanation, somewhat akin to the second, 

holds that the words—“were all filled with the 

Holy Ghost”—refer only to a fresh anointing of 

the Spirit.

Finally, what is the relation between the bap­

tism with the Holy Ghost and be ing filled w ith the 

Spirit, or getting one’s Pentecost? In  other words, 

what is the connection between what we discussed 

in our last topic in these talks on the Holy Spirit 

and this subject? T hat can be briefly and quickly
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answ ered. I t  seems to  m e th a t anyone  w ho reads 
L u k e  24:49, a lo n g  w ith  Acts 1:1-5 a n d  Acts 15:6-9, 
w ill in ev itab ly  see th a t the  N ew  T e s ta m e n t w rite rs  
m e a n t the  experience  w hich  was to  be received  
a t Pen tecost w hen  they  spoke of Jesus’ b a p tism  
w ith  the  H o ly  G host. A person  w ho o b ta in s  the 
b a p tism  w ith  the H oly  G host w hich  cleanses from  
in b re d  sin, a t th e  sam e tim e, gets h is Pen tecost. 
T h e  tw o phrases, b a p tism  w ith  the  H oly  S p irit 
a n d  be in g  filled  w ith  the  S p irit, d escribe  th e  sam e 
crisis.

Tw enty years have passed since the 
time of last Sunday’s lesson events until 
the lesson story of today. Jacob, h av in ’  
received the blessing of his fa th er bv 
trickery, had to flee from hom e to es­
cape being m urdered  bv his b ro ther, 
Esau. Now we see the m eeting again 
of these twin bro thers after the years 
of separation .

God and tim e can change many 
things and we find these two brothers 
entirely different in a ttitu d e  and spirit 
after the passing of the years.

Jacob had  met God and had been 
blessed of God durin g  the years of his 
sojourn w ith  his uncle I.aban. H e de­
cided to re tu rn  to the land  of his 
fa ther but w ith misgivings and no 
doubt w ith a memory and  conscience 
tha t troub led  him . H e sent word to 
his b ro ther, Esau, that he was re tu rn ing  
and that he hoped to find grace in his 
sight. He realized lie needed mercy.

W hen his servants re tu rned  with word 
tha t Esau was coming to meet him  and 
400 m en w ith  him  he had occasion to 
fear, for he rem em bered Esau's p u r­
pose to slay him.

However, we find now that Jacob, 
instead of trying to deceive and use 
trickery, desired peace and first sent 
presents, or a large peace offering of 
580 animals, and then went to prayer, 
wrestling through  the n ight with God.

l ie  refused to be satisfied u ntil God had 
blessed him , and it was there his nam e 
was ihanged, which implies also a 
change of natu re . T h e  sup p lan ter be­
came a prince of God.

Jacob now approached his b ro ther, 
Esau, in the spirit of hum ility  and rev- 
crcm e. He sought peace and reconcilia­
tion. He begged Esau to accept his 
offering of herds. However, Esau liad 
also changed durin g  the years. E v ident­
ly tim e had softened his heart. Instead 
of m urder we find Esau's heart now 
filled with bro therly  love and he ran

and fell upon his b ro th er's  neck, and 
gave the kiss of p ard on  and they wept 
together. W h at a w onderful scene!

T h e  enemy divides b ro thers. T h e  
Spirit of the l.ord brings reconciliation  
and forgiveness. T h e  Golden T ex t is 
all inclusive. “As C hrist forgave you. so 
also do ye." “ Blessed are the peace­
makers: for they shall be called the 
children  of God" (M atthew  5 :9 ).

No one 
was below her socially as far as she was 
concerned. No one was too poor to be 
invited into  her house. She was indeed 
a Christian  lady.

A year after this chance coffee m eet­
ing, a little  d au gh ter was born  in to  our

home. Mv husband  and 1 were so p ro ud  
of her. but we d id  not have enough 
money to p roperly  care for her. W e 
prayed th a t a new job would tu rn  up 
tor my husband. W hen we were almost 
to our w its’ end. one day my husband 
met Mrs. R ene G ouldner in  the m iddle 
of the street. She stopped to speak to 
him .

“ W ould  you be interested  in a job 
with a concern of which I am a tru s­
tee?" she b luntly  asked.

What do Roman Catholics mean by the infallibility of the pope? Just how 
do they explain this term?

'I'lu: “ in fa llib ility  of the pope" means 

that the pope does not make a mistake 

in  what he says on questions of faith 

or morals when he speaks ex cathedra, 

that is, as the special head of the u n i­

versal church, w ith the intent to de­

fine a doctrine and bind all Christians 

together.
