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THINK ON THESE THINGS
A Second Look at Seven Myths About Televison

Unless you have been a her­
m it in the Sonora Desert, a 
recluse in the north  woods, 

or in a com a for the last couple of 
decades, you know  tha t our culture 
is dom inated  by a household appli­
ance. The microwave oven? M aybe 
the ceiling fan? O r the G insu knives? 
No, the appliance tha t bestrides us 
like a linebacker on a Shetland pony 
is the television set.

At this tim e o f year the m asters o f 
d o m in a t io n  ( th e  T V  n e tw o rk s )  
m arch a new parade o f  shim m ering 
a m u se m e n ts  th ro u g h  o u r  fam ily  
rooms. The fall TV  season is on. No 
effort o r p rom otional gim m ick will 
be spared in this dash for cash, sales, 
and ratings. Perhaps this season o f 
the year is the appropriate tim e for 
C hristians to  subm it television and 
the o ther electronic m edia to  a crit­
ical cross-exam ination. Every recent 
study  o f  te lev ision  p ro g ram m in g  
th a t I know  o f  has revealed  th a t 
m o s t o f  w h a t f l ic k e rs  in to  o u r  
hom es via the TV  set is anti-C hris­
tian  or sub-Christian.

T he television industry seems to 
be protected by several foggy myths. 
It’s tim e our unexam ined assum p­
tions about the television industry 
were analyzed. As St. Paul once said, 
“T h ink  on these things.”

1. I watch a lot of television, but it 
doesn’t really have any effect on me.

O ur W esleyan-Arm inian faith tra­
d ition  is right when it declares that 
hum an  beings are not passive lum ps 
on which the environm ent acts. In 
fact, we know  th a t  th ro u g h  free 
grace, free agency, the work o f  the 
Spirit and  the image o f G od in h u ­
m an hearts, persons no t only rise 
above environm ent bu t also act on 
env ironm ent to  change it. O n the 
o ther hand, we know  th a t none o f  us 
is im pervious to  environm ent.

C h ris tian  teach ers  have alw ays 
know n tha t the com pany you keep 
affects your ow n character. W hat

does that say abou t the collection o f 
th iev es, sw in d le rs , rap is ts , m u r­
derers, crooked cops, strippers, pros­
titutes, pim ps, adulterers, and  sellers 
o f Veg-a-matics th a t the  television 
industry tries to  tu rn  loose in your 
house every day o f the year?

Finally, b rethren , 
w h atso ever th ings  
are  true, . . .  
honest, . . .  just, . . .  
pure, . . .  lovely, 
w h atso ever things  
are  of good report;
. . .  TH IN K  ON  
TH E S E  TH IN G S.

Philippians 4:8

B oth a d u lts  an d  ch ild re n  w ho 
watch TV  a lot run  the high risk tha t 
television’s language, m annerism s, 
thought processes, assum ptions, and  
values will grow like a fungus in the 
dark basem ent o f  their souls. R obert 
M. Liebert, professor o f  psychology 
a t the State U niversity o f  New York, 
w ritin g  a b o u t th e  effect o f  te le ­
vision’s im plicit messages on chil­
dren, says tha t children “accu m u ­
la te ” a n d  in te rn a liz e  te le v is io n ’s 
values “alm ost like an adding m a­
chine.” Rose K. Goldsen, professor 
o f sociology at C ornell University, 
says tha t the influence o f television 
“bears an unpleasant resem blance 
to behavior m odification on a mass 
scale.” Ben Logan, ed ito r o f  Tele­
vision Awareness Training, speaks 
for ju st about all o f  us when he says, 
“My own iden tity  and  reality can 
never again be fully separated from 
the m yths and  facts o f the television

universe .” It is possib le to  watch 
video presentations th a t are enjoy­
able, interesting , and  educational, 
which, for all that, eat away at your 
C hristian  values.

R o b e r t  C . R o b e r t s  in  T he  
Strengths o f  a C hristian  writes about 
th e  s p i r i tu a l  d is c ip l in e  o f  self- 
control. He notes tha t the Christian 
constantly  faces evil th a t vies to “be­
com e a part o f  you.” It is not the real 
you— yet. It tends to  cling to you 
like b a rn ac le s  on  a sh ip — except 
th a t barnacles can be scraped off. 
However, “ If you are not on your 
guard and  active in self-control . . .  
th a t  e x tra n e o u s  e le m e n t which 
needs to  be scraped away may in­
deed becom e a part o f  the real you.”

H av e  th e  v a lu e s  o f  television  
p en e tra ted  y our “ se lf”? The next 
tim e you reach for the rem ote con­
trol, “th ink  on these things.”

2. The television industry operates 
in the public interest.

Television enterpises have been li­
censed to  use the public airwaves for 
private profit. A television license is 
perhaps the nearest thing to a permit 
to  p rin t money. The profit motive 
d o m in a te s  every m inu te  of com­
m ercial television (and far too much 
religious program m ing). The tele­
vision industry, therefore, operates 
in b eh a lf o f  its ow ners and stock­
holders first o f  all, then in behalf of 
sponsors. The public interest never 
com es in better than  a distant third.

The Federal C om m unication Act 
charges those using the public air­
waves to  be “ public trustees,” re­
sponsible to  serve '“the public inter­
est, convenience, and necessity.” It is 
then perfectly lawful for us to call 
the television industry to account. 
Are sex, violence, pornography, and 
b latan t huckstering in the public in­
terest?  T h e  Federal Com m unica­
tions C om m ission  is supposed to 
regulate such m atters. Its control, 
however, is m ostlv theoretical. Re-
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newing o f  licenses is a lm ost au to ­
m atic. Failure to  renew is so rare tha t 
each denial is a landm ark  case.

You can n o t be assured th a t the 
television industry  has your best in ­
terest at heart. It prim arily  regards 
you m erely as a co n su m er w hose 
wallet they want. “T h in k  on these 
things.”
3. E xposure  to  television violence 
does not lead to actual violence.

Everyone whose com m on  sense is 
functioning at all senses th a t the  vio­
lence on television som etim es gets 
acted ou t in real life. Studies at the 
U n iversity  o f  U tah , P ennsy lv an ia  
University, the U niversity o f  M an­
itoba, and  the U niversity o f  W iscon­
sin  have c o n n e c te d  TV  v io len ce  
w ith conduct. C opycat crim es have 
tu rn ed  up again and  again.

Still, television executives pound  
the  tab le  an d  bellow  all red-faced 
and  puffy th a t “You can ’t prove it!

It w ould be interesting if  the TV  
executives w ould use the sam e logic 
w h e n  th e y  m e e t w ith  sp o n so rs . 
Im agine a netw ork president telling 
a B u d w e is e r  e x e c u t iv e ,  “ E v en  
though you have paid  us m illions for 
TV  com m ercials, there is no real ev­
idence th a t it has ever led to  a single 
act o f  purchase.”

V iolence has becom e an A m eri­
can pleasure, p robab ly  because it 
has been linked w ith justice. In our 
televised stories, the audience feels 
c h e a te d  u n le s s  th e  b a d  g u y  is 
bom bed  by the “Equalizer,” blasted 
by D irty  Harry, or at least gets his 
skull fractured by a rogue cop dish­
ing ou t “real justice.”

Roy M. Anker, w riting in Chris­
tian ity  Today, notes that audiences 
“prefer to  enjoy rather th an  reflect 
on . . . con ten t."  He suggests th a t 
p la in , verbal d e sc rip tio n  o f w hat 
goes on in a film  m ight dull ou r ap­
petite for seeing it. Factual descrip­
t io n s  m ig h t in c lu d e : “ d is m e m ­
b e rm e n t ,  to r tu r e ,  e v is c e ra t io n , 
m utilation, slaughter, massacre, re­
venge, sadism , hurt, pain, rape, and 
death.”

A nker observes tha t certain m ov­
ies m ight not have been such box o f­
fice successes if  the gory details had 
been advertised. He cites these de­
scriptions: “ 15 w om en slowly m u ­
tilated  in graphic detail,” “90 Viet­
n a m e s e  k i l le d  in  d e l ig h t f u l ly  
different ways,” “M onsters and  peo­
ple b lended and  m icrowaved.”

A disturbing question is raised by 
Anker. “How long can we watch and 
re lish  th e  c ru e l lee r on  th e  to r ­
m en to r’s face w ithout tu rn ing  m ean 
ourselves, ju s t plain m ean?”

A m erica is said to  be the m ost vi­
olent o f  the “advanced” countries. 
A c c o rd in g  to  D o n a ld  W ild m o n  
(T h e  H o m e  Invaders), A m erica ’s 
rape rate has increased 700 percent 
since the 1930s, the last decade be­
fore TV. O u r hom icide  rate is 10 
t im e s  th a t  o f  th e  S c a n d in a v ia n  
co u n trie s . M ore peop le  are m u r­
d ered  in M a n h a tta n  th a n  in  E n ­
gland, Ireland, and  Scotland com ­
bined. Currently, crim es o f violence 
are increasing at four or five tim es 
th e  ra te  o f  p o p u la t io n  g ro w th . 
“T h ink  on these things.”

4. Protecting my own purity by tu rn ­
ing off offensive program s is good 
enough.

Turning o ff offensive program s is 
good as far as it goes. The problem  is 
th a t you have to  live in the sam e 
com m unity  w ith those w ho did not 
tu rn  it off.

T he po in t is illustrated by a report 
from  D onald  W ildm on. A w om an 
and  her daughter were w atching a 
television film , Born Innocent. Early 
in the  program  a horrib le and  bi­
zarre sexual a ttack  on a young girl 
was depicted. The m other im m edi­
ately tu rn ed  off the set. H ad  she pro-

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LIFE ON THE BOUNDARY
with Lois Smith 

Director of Health Services 
Community of Hope

Lois Sm ith lives on the b o und­
a ry  b e tw e e n  d e s p a i r  a n d  
hope, chaos and  order, crim e 

and  reconciliation. She carries ou t her 
work on the boundary  between those 
who deal in political and  econom ic 
power and  the powerless people for 
w hom  political or econom ic clout is 
as rare as talking dogs. Lois is the d i­
rector o f  H ealth Services for the C om ­
m unity  o f  H ope in W ashington, D.C., 
an  extensive social m in istry  o f the 
C om m unity  o f  H ope C hurch o f the 
Nazarene.

T he C om m unity  o f  H ope m inisters 
in w hat is often referred to  as “The 
R iot Corridor,” a nam e earned during 
the w idespread urban  rioting that oc­
c u rre d  in  W a sh in g to n , D .C., a n d  
m any o ther A m erican cities in the 
la te  ’60s. O n e  b lo ck  n o rth  o f  the  
C om m unity  o f  Hope sits one o f  the 
city’s m ost active open-air drug m ar­
kets. Here custom ers m ay purchase 
cocaine and  PCR To the south two 
blocks sits the oldest and  m ost active 
heroin and cocaine m arket in the city. 
It is frequented by a steady stream  of 
custom ers. T he phrase  “ o p en -a ir” 
m eans th a t custom ers congregate on 
the street as they m ight at a flea m ar­
ket. C ustom ers can drive from  one 
su p p lie r to  th e  next, w alk up  and 
down the street, and  get alm ost any 
type o f drug they desire. But Belm ont 
Street, on which the C om m unity  of 
H ope is located, is not an open-air 
drug m arket. M any o f the people who

live in  th e  im m e d ia te  c o m m u n ity  
have high personal investm en ts  in 
themselves, their children, and  their 
property.

Up the street from the C om m unity  
o f Hope, there is an “in take shelter” 
fo r h o m e le ss  fam ilies . E very day, 
hom eless parents and  children stream  
in and  ou t o f the “hotel,” as it is iron­
ically labeled. Som etim es the hom e­
less stay in the B elm ont “intake shel­
te r” bu t are then  assigned to  o ther 
“hotels” for meals. Every day Lois 
and her staff observe hom eless par­
ents and children going up and  down 
th e  s tre e t as th ey  seek  sh e lte r  o r 
as they  m ove from  th e  shelters  in 
w hich they sleep to  the  shelters in 
which they eat. As they m ove back 
and  forth— som etim es three tim es a 
day— they carry along their m eager 
belongings.

Lois Sm ith  is a certified  clinical 
specialist in psychiatric nursing. Be­
fore com ing  to  the C o m m u n ity  o f  
H ope she taught at How ard Univer­
sity in W ashington, D.C. She has also 
taught in the nursing program  at Pas­
adena College and  Pacific College, 
where she was program  director.

As 
director o f  H ealth Services at C om ­
m un ity  o f  H ope, Lois supervises a 
staff com posed o f two family practice 
physicians, a ped ia tric  nurse p rac­
titioner, a pediatrician, a psychiatrist.

an d  a physio log ist. In ad d itio n  to 
these p a rt- tim e  persons, there is a 
su p p o rt s ta ff  o f  reg istered  nurses, 
m edical assistants, and  com m unity 
health advocates. Each m onth, Lois 
and her staff deal w ith approximately 
500 patien t visits.

Lois, you  have professional creden­
tials that would qualify you fo r  posi­
tions in excellent m en ta l health cen­
ters throughout the  U nited States. The 
stress level w ould be lower and the sal­
ary considerably higher. A n d  yet, here 
you are, investing your life in a neigh­
borhood where despair is prevalent. 
The specter o f  hopelessness generated 
by the sight o f  stream s o f  homeless 
people, unend ing  cycles o f  poverty, 
and  galloping drug abuse stalks your 
every move. I have one sim ple ques­
tion to pu t before you, “Why are you 
here?”

First, I am  here because I want to 
be. I am  no m artyr. In fact, I believe 
tha t I w ould be m ore o f a martyr if I 
were to  work for m oney in an assign­
m ent I did not enjoy. 1 am  a practical 
person. T he work needs to be done. I 
have the skills to  do it, and so here I 
am . However, the wonderful surprise 
has been th a t m y work here is not

sim ply a m atte r o f  giving. Even more, 
it is a m atter o f  receiving. I find  my 
needs are being m et here. It’s a two- 
way street. I am  repeatedly am azed by 
the degree o f nu rtu re  in faith I receive 
from those I serve. I know  this setting 
lo o k s  aw fu l to  so m e  p eo p le . B ut 
am ong  the people I work with here, 1 
have found som e deep, life-sustaining 
relationships. In surprising ways, G od 
has spoken to  m e through the people 
I serve and  w ith w hom  I serve.

In m y w ork here, I have learned 
th a t th e  d ifferences am o n g  peop le  
th a t on the surface appear to  be so sig­
nifican t are really no t so im portan t 
after all. I have discovered tha t people 
look for G od in m any different ways, 
and  they look at life in m any different 
ways. As a  result o f  m y experiences 
here, m y life has been expanded and 
enriched. So, while m y being at C om ­
m un ity  o f  H ope is a response to  G od 's 
call. I am  no t here as a sacrificer. I am  
no t m erely a giver; I am  also a re­
ceiver.

You are probably correct, there are 
o ther places where 1 could work. But 
for me, working w ith people whose 
lives have been shattered is w ithout 
do u b t the m ost im p o rtan t place in 
the world. O ften, when 1 hear the sto­
ries o f these people, I ask, “ By what 
pow er have they held onto  life when 
th e re  a re  so m an y  reaso n s to  d e ­
spair?” Somehow, in the m iddle o f  all 
the  tragedy, there are signs o f  hope 
and  resurrection tha t occur in their 
lives and  homes. I am  privileged to  be 
a part o f  these resurrections.

Describe the hopes and  the fears o f  
the  people, especially the homeless, 
with whom  you work.

There is no single adequate descrip­
tion  o f the homeless. They are a d i­
verse group. M any o f them  are hom e­
less because they lost their jobs and  
c o u ld n ’t p ay  th e  re n t. S o m e are  
hom eless because they have gotten

God Is like a Loving Mother

Som etim es I honestly d o n ’t 
know  how to picture God. 
The loving G od w ith the 

long white beard and rather stern 
face o f  my early Sunday School 
days no longer is at the o ther end 
o f  m y prayers. W hen I’m  at 
church, I m ost often hear G od de­
scribed as “father” and  that, too, 
despite its consistent use, has its 
lim itations. For m any w om en, rec­
onciling the concept o f  being cre­
ated in the image o f  G od w ith the 
typical description o f  G od as father 
can be difficult. How can a w om an 
be like G od if G od is always like a 
father?

Today I got a glim pse o f  ju s t how 
m uch G od can be like a loving 
mother.

My friend, Lorie, is a “baby 
m om ,” w hich m eans she is a foster 
m other for m edically fragile in ­
fants. I went to  the hospital to  m eet 
Patrick, who will soon be the sec­
ond baby to  com e in to  her home. 
Patrick is an  HIV positive infant; 
his m other died o f  AIDS three 
m onths ago. H is father is nowhere 
to  be found. He was adm itted  to  
the hospital a t the age o f  nine 
m onths for “failure to  thrive.” He 
weighed less than  10 pounds and 
found eating o f  little interest. This 
little tyke has too  m any medical 
problem s to  list. Needless to  say, 
he’s fought hard every day o f  his 
short life. He rarely cries. Small 
w him pers and  w ide-distant eyes 
tha t tear up  are the only signs that 
he is in need.

Patrick’s room  on the pediatric 
intensive care un it is filled with 
two large teddy bears, a red, blue, 
and yellow mobile, a bag full o f 
new clothes along w ith m ultiple 
tubes, gadgets, gizmos, syringes, 
and  m onitors— all evidence o f the 
hospital's caring. M any o f the hos­

pital staff serve as Patrick’s “cud- 
dlers.” A seem ing arm y w ith open 
arm s stops by to  softly lift the  tiny 
black-haired beauty ou t o f  his crib 
and coo to  him  and  rock him  for a 
brief while.

“You a re  a 
cham pion, Patrick, 
such a 
courageou s little  
cham pion .”

But there is a sadness about 
Patrick tha t m akes everyone work 
doubly hard to  evince a sm all smile 
o r to  bring a glim m ering sparkle to 
his eyes. As one o f his nurses 
coaxed him  to  open his birdlike 
m outh  for yet one m ore dosage o f 
horrible-tasting m edicine by ch an t­
ing over and  over, “You are a 
cham pion, Patrick, such a coura­
geous little cham pion," a lum p rose 
in m y throat.

In this world full o f  people who 
are idolized and em ulated  for liv­
ing well and high and  fast, I was re­
m inded tha t it is really those who 
barely thrive, struggle to  smile, and 
develop slowly w ho are really the 
heroes. Patrick has suffered m ore 
in 11 m onths than  m ost o f  us will 
suffer in a m uch longer lifetime. 
A nd he keeps on trying, keeps on 
w atching person after person com e 
and  go from his room , not know ­
ing w ho is his family— or who will 
take him  hom e.

In a week or tw o Lorie will bring 
Patrick hom e to her apartm en t 
where he will live until he dies.
She, a single m other already dedi­
cated to one fragile foster son, has

chosen to  love this doe-eyed little 
creature for as m any days as he is 
given on  this planet. W ithout a 
m iracle, Patrick will not graduate 
from college or even from kinder­
garten. He m ay never play little 
league or understand  w hat it 
m eans to  ask Jesus in to  his heart, 
bu t he is infin itely  im p o rtan t to 
the lives o f  many, m any people and 
to  G od. There is som ething so ten­
der about an orphaned, helpless 
child. He rem inds us o f  our hu­
m anness, o f  o u r need for a home 
and  som eone to  care for us when 
sadness is all tha t honestly can 
shine forth from o u r eyes. Patrick 
represents the vulnerable part of all 
o f  us. A nd today Lorie represented 
G od in such a powerful way.

W ho else w ould take the risk to 
take us hom e, know ing full well 
tha t ou r cond ition  is hopeless? 
W ho else would com m it to love us 
for as long as we live no m atter if 
we never get well and  never suc­
ceed? W ho else w ould whisper in 
o ur ears again and  again, “You are 
not alone. No m atter how you feel, 
you are not alone. You have a 
hom e.”

Perhaps G od is revealed to us in 
the ways tha t we can m ost readily 
understand  at the po in t o f our 
m ost basic need. G od is and will 
always be G od, no m atter which 
m ental images we find helpful. Yet, 
w hen we are in battle, we can un­
derstand  G od the Victor. When we 
are in sin, we need G od the Re­
deemer. W hen we are wandering in 
the desert, we can see G od in the 
pillar o f  fire. W hen we are like 
Patrick, G od is like what we need 
and can open ourselves to most—a 
loving m other.

T he Bible describes G od as a 
com forting m other. Isaiah 66:12-13 
speaks o f  the b irth  o f a new Jerusa­

lem, the com plete city where all o f 
the family o f  G od shall dwell to ­
gether and  be nurtured . T he Lord 
prom ises tha t “you will nurse and 
be carried on her arm  and  dandled 
on her knees. As a m o ther com ­
forts her child, so I will com fort 
you” (NIV). M any scholars believe 
that the Hebrew nam e for G od, “El 
Shaddai,” com es from an ancien t 
cognate w ord m eaning “breasted

nourisher.” It appears tha t the nur­
tu ring  natu re  a ttribu ted  to  w om en 
reflects a reality anchored  in the 
very heart o f  G o d ’s own nature.

In th is day and  age, I believe we 
need to  carefully look at how we 
describe G od. M ore and  m ore chil­
dren are being raised by single 
m others. How do those children re­
spond to  G od  as father w hen their 
own fathers are painfully absent? 
O ne w om an to ld  me, “If  G od is 
any th ing  like m y father, w ho sexu­
ally abused me, I d o n ’t w ant any­
th ing  to  do  w ith H im .” It is im por­
ta n t to  no te  th a t m ost O ld Testa­
m en t references to  G od as father 
show Israel’s understand ing  o f  fa­
therhood  as an adoptive ra ther 
than  a biological reality. G od is a 
father w ho cares for those w ho are 
w ithout family ties. Jesus’ prayers 
to  “A bba” portray  an  in tim ate, 
family relationship  w here one has 
an  advocate and  is given the full re­
sources o f  kinship.

Thankfully, there are m any ways 
th a t G od can be known. G od is 
like a loving father and  a com ­
forting m other. I believe th a t G od 
yearns to  broaden o u r understand ­
ing o f  div ine love. ^

caught up in drugs and other habits 
tha t destroyed their resources. But the 
th ing tha t overwhelm s me m ost is the 
large num ber o f  m others pushed to 
the breaking poin t by homelessness. 
O ften, after having lived with differ­
en t relatives, they and their children 
have ended up hom eless and on the 
streets.

W ith regard to  hope, sim ply pro­
v id in g  h o u s in g  a n d  fo o d  fo r th e  
hom eless is not enough. We m ust p ro­
vide support services th a t can help 
folk establish a pattern  o f  stability and 
productivity. We m ust find ways to 
fan the little flam e o f hope tha t is still 
there. Also, it is im portan t for us to 
treat each person as an  individual and 
n o t m ake th e  m is tak e  o f  view ing 
hom eless peop le  acco rd in g  to  one 
sim ple description.

Given the world in which you m in ­
ister, what does the Christian gospel 
m ean? W hat ought it mean? And, i f  
the gospel o f  Jesus Christ is to he effec­
tive along the boundaries that you  oc­
cupy, what shape m ust it assume?

W hen I th ink  o f  the gospel on the 
boundaries tha t I occupy, I im m edi­
ately th ink  o f com passion. C om pas­
sion m eans first a penetrating aware­
ness o f  w hat is going on in the lives o f 
o ther people and  then  finding a way 
to  express tha t sensitivity in redem p­
t iv e  a c t io n .  I ’ve th o u g h t  a b o u t  
C hrist’s com passion  for others. His 
com passion always led to  som e sort o f 
action. He was not con ten t ju st to  feel 
sorry for those who suffered.

I have discovered tha t com passion 
also involves celebration; celebrating 
with those to  w hom  we show com pas­
sion. This is one o f  the m ost beautiful 
aspects o f  m y work. N ot only do we 
offer services to  people, together we 
w orsh ip  an d  toge ther we celebrate  
G o d ’s grace an d  life. For, you see, 
com passion recognizes the presence 
o f  C hrist in the o ther person. He is 
there as the Spirit o f  hope and life.

Do you  encounter tim es o f  intense 
frustration, or instances in which you  
doubt the lasting value o f  what you  
are doing?

Yes, I do. W orking in the center of 
an escalating storm  o f violence and 
drug abuse, there are tim es when the 
question com es crashing in upon me, 
“W hy are you here? Is it because you

are not qualified to  be anyplace else? 
Is it because you need to  believe that 
you are doing som ething sacrificial? 
Am I really m aking a difference?” Let 
m e give an example. Not long ago, f  
worked closely with som eone in need, 
applied all the professional and  per­
sonal skills a t m y disposal, was as 
present as I could be— and then the 
person com m itted  suicide. I had to 
hand le  m y own te m p ta tio n  to  de­
spair.

H ow do you  deal with such tem pta­
tions to frustration and  despair?

O ne o f ou r physicians has helped 
me understand tha t the m eaning o f 
G od 's grace includes recognizing and 
accepting ou r own helplessness. I can 
and  ought to  do w hat I am  able to do, 
bu t I can’t do it all. I struggle to  com e 
to term s with this tru th  in a setting 
w here the needs are overwhelm ing. 
T here  are ce rta in  lim ita tio n s  over 
which I have no control, and some 
that G od him self can ’t set aside. For 
example, G od can’t sim ply erase all o f 
the scars created by drug addiction. 
T h e  t r a g e d ie s  I see  a re  a lm o s t  
overw helm ing— the tragedy for ex­
am ple o f  a child addicted to  drugs be­
fore it is born.

W hat are you  in the C om m unity  o f  
Hope a ttem pting to do to enable the  
dispossessed to speak fo r  themselves?

In  c o n t r a s t  to  so m e  p o w e rfu l 
groups in our culture, the poor simply 
do no t have the bucks to  back up their 
in te re s ts . N e ith e r  d o  th ey  have  a 
knowledge o f the social and  political 
system s th a t would enable them  to 
bend the system in the direction o f 
justice. They do not know where the 
levers are, how to take hold o f them , 
or when to  pull them . They are not 
only socially dispossessed bu t also so­
cially disarm ed.

O ne o f  ou r goals is to  em pow er 
people to  speak for themselves. O ne 
o f the num erous program s we are de­
veloping is a health advocate training 
program  in which we inform  people 
regarding their rights to health care. 
We teach folk how to w ork w ithin 
the ir own com m unities, to develop 
and use their strengths. We m ust work 
with those who have been left out, 
help them  pick up the pieces, and  re­
cover the land they have lost. ^
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Looking at Faith Through the 
Eyes of Jesus

Your faith has saved you; go 
in peace (L uke  7:50, R S V *  
see also L u ke  8:48: 17:19:

18:4).
These words from the lips o f 

Jesus are no t strange to  us. W hat is 
strange are the contexts in which 
He speaks them . All us good Chris­
tians know about faith. Every be­
liever realizes tha t faith is vital to  
the C hristian life. We are saved by 
faith, sanctified by faith, live by 
faith, are healed by faith and  re­
ceive the good gifts G od gives us 
“according to  our faith.”

But som etim es we get faith 
locked in to  church feelings and 
altar-call em otions; or we get it tied 
to  religious vocabulary or doctrine. 
Faith is thus categorized or visual­
ized in m onochrom e— or in m ono­
tone; we see it only one way, listen 
only for one note. I th ink  we need 
som e new images, som e new m eta­
phors, som e new perspectives.
Faith is a larger and m ore vivid 
word than  we have thought. It has 
m ore contours, m ore hues, m ore 
vibrations and behaviors than  we 
have norm ally recognized.

Fresh and creative ways o f u n ­
derstanding faith can be discovered 
as we reflect on the life and  teach­
ing o f Jesus, especially in the ways 
He responded to  those who cam e 
to  H im  and the ways He in ter­
preted their com ing in term s of 
faith. Fet’s look at som e o f those 
incidents from the G ospel o f  Fuke.

He tells us o f  som e m en carrying 
along a paralytic on his pallet, 
looking for Jesus (5:17-20; see also 
M atthew  9:1-8; M ark 2:1-12). U n­
deterred by the front yard crowd, 
they jostled their way to  the back 
stairs, hauled him  up on the roof.

dug ou t an opening, and  let him 
down through the tiles in to  the 
dusty presence o f  Jesus. T h a t’s 
w hat we would see. But Jesus, 
squinting up at their faces, dark 
against the bright sky, saw faith. 
These resolute persons had the au ­
dacity to  “break into the queue,” 
invade the backspace o f  a private 
house and  dism antle the roof o f  a 
stranger! T h a t’s brazen im pudence. 
But listen to  this: “A nd w hen he 
saw their faith he said, ‘M an, your 
sins are forgiven you. . . .  I say to 
you, rise, take up your bed and go 
h o m e '” (vv. 20, 24). Som etim es, 
faith looks like bold and  disruptive 
persistence, bu t Jesus knows the 
tru th  and calls it by its real nam e.

A nother dim ension o f faith from 
Jesus’ perspective is found in 
Fuke’s record o f  the healing o f a 
cen tu rion ’s servant (7:1-10; see also 
M atthew  8:5-13). H aving heard 
about Jesus, this R om an outsider 
sent Jewish insiders, asking H im  to 
com e and  heal his servant. The el­
ders were saying, “He is w orthy” 
(see v. 6). He was a m an under au ­
thority, a m an with authority. He 
could say “C om e” or “go” or “do 
this,” and He was obeyed (v. 8). He 
knew about au thority  and recog­
nized it in Jesus. “Say the word.

and let m y servant be healed” (v.
7). We would have seen an official 
with a desperate longing for the 
healing o f  his loved servant; we 
would have discerned som e rare 
hum ility; m ost surely we would 
have observed a m ilitary officer 
with a pragm atic understanding of 
how au thority  works. But Jesus saw 
faith. He saw in this outsider faith 
the likes o f  which He had not 
found even in Israel— His very own 
people! (v. 9). The cen tu rion  recog­
nized au tho rity— the Savior recog­
nized faith!

A surprising aspect o f  faith is re­
vealed in F uke’s beautiful story of 
the w om an w ho washed the feet of 
Jesus in the house o f  Sim on the 
Pharisee (7:36-50). She was a city 
w om an and  a sinner, yet she in­
truded  S im on 's banquet hall. In the 
presence o f Jesus her well of tears 
spilled over, w etting His feet. She 
im pulsively knelt to  wipe them 
w ith her loosened hair. Smothering 
His feet with kisses, she anointed 
them  with rich perfume. From our 
W estern perspective, it was an un­
reasoned, extravagantly emotional 
display. At best, we would have ob­
served a spontaneous, unrestrained 
ou tpouring  o f  love. Even Simon 
though t it was excessive, and he de­
spised her for it (v. 39). But Jesus 
saw it clearer than  Sim on did (vv. 
44-46) and  blessed her for it! “Your 
faith has saved you; go in peace” (v. 
50). It would seem that sometimes 
faith looks like spontaneous love.

The lovely story o f  the woman 
w ho touched the hem  o f Jesus’ gar­
m ent is abou t one healing that in­
terrup ted  an o th er (Fuke 8:40-56; 
see also M atthew  9:18-26; Mark 
5:21-43). Jesus was on His way to

restore the daughter o f  Jairus when 
a desperate, hem orrhaging  w om an 
pushed through the crowd. H alf in 
hope and  half in superstition, she 
stretched ou t a trem bling  hand  and 
brushed the hem  o f His robe. She 
was saying, “ If I touch even his gar­
m ents, I shall be m ade well" (M ark 
5:28). A nd she was.

We can understand  the urgency 
o f  12 years o f  debilitating  illness, 
bu t healing by touching  som eone’s 
clothes is magic; it's wizardry. U n­
perturbed  by such rational 
thoughts, Jesus m et her furtive 
eyes, called her “Daughter,” and 
said, “your faith has m ade you 
well; go in peace” (Luke 8:48). I 
w onder w hat Jesus saw in her to  
evoke the words “your faith.”

R em em ber the tim e Jesus healed 
the 10 lepers? (L uke 17:11-15). 
O nly one, a lone Sam aritan , 
“tu rned  back, praising G od w ith a 
loud voice; and  he fell on his face 
at Jesus’ feet, giving him  thanks” 
(vv. 15-16). H ear how Jesus re­
sponds: “Your faith has m ade you 
well” (v. 19).

H ad we been present at the heal­
ing o f  the blind beggar o f  Jericho 
(Luke 18:35-43; see also M atthew  
20:29-34; M ark 10:46-52), we 
would have been tu rn ed  o ff by his 
intrusive, irrepressible cries. Jesus 
w asn’t; He really listened to  them , 
and  w hat He heard was faith. “ Re­
ceive your sight; your faith has 
m ade you well” (v. 42)

T he astonishing tru th  is, Jesus 
d iscerns faith in all sorts o f  situ ­
ations and  in all k inds o f  re­
sponses. Let’s review. Four deter­
m ined m en overcom e all 
d iscouragem ents; the rigid body o f 
the ir helpless friend is ja rred

through the crowd, dragged up the 
stairs, and  lowered through a hole 
in the roof. Jesus calls it faith. The 
R om an centurion is an outsider, 
but he knows authority. “Lord, just 
say the word!” And Jesus responds, 
“ I haven 't found faith like that in 
all Israel.” A forgiven sinner u n ­
abashedly pours out her extrava­
gant love gift o f  fragrant tears, and 
Jesus senses faith. A despairing 
w om an, banned  and unclean, 
stretches superstitious hands to 
touch His clothes. His reaction is 
“Now, there is faith!" A restored 
S am aritan  runs back on sturdy 
feet, lifts up healthy hands, singing. 
“T hank  You, Lord!” And Jesus 
says, “There it is again!” They tried

to  stifle the blind m an 's incessant 
shouting, but Jesus stilled their e f­
forts. “ I hear you, brother, your 
faith has saved you.”

I w ant us to  th ink  about this be­
cause we ju st get ourselves u n ­
hinged from narrow  and limited 
perceptions o f  faith and  open up to 
the vision o f  Jesus.

Som e o f you are discouraged be­
cause you d o n ’t th ink  you have 
faith, bu t you are persistently push­
ing through the things and the 
folks around  you, bringing your 
needs and  people you love to  Jesus. 

Som e o f you feel that you are al­

ways outsiders. You d o n 't know the 
holy language or feel the holy 
em otions— hardly know  how or 
what to  pray, yet in your choices 
and decisions you are saying yes to 
the authority  o f the Lord Jesus. 
M aybe Jesus wishes He could find 
that kind o f faith in church!

Some o f you do n 't know how to 
“believe." but you've got hearts as 
big as all outdoors and really know 
how to love. A ren’t you glad we 
d o n ’t have to get faith all figured 
out before we can have some? The 
w om an may have been wrong 
about Jesus' garm ent, bu t she cam e 
to  the right person! W hat if it is al­
m ost impossible for us to say, “ I 
truly believe,” yet with all our 
hearts we are saying, “T hank  You. 
Lord.” In all these responses and  a 
hundred others, Jesus recognizes 
and receives faith! We th ink  we are 
only crying out, but Jesus knows 
we are believing. We are simply 
bowing to His Lordship, bu t He 
knows it is faith. We may be 
messed up in our lives and in our 
ideas, but the tears we spill at His 
feet and the hands we stretch out 
to His are never rejected.

Perhaps the exhortations to 
“Have faith” or “Just believe” d o n ’t 
help you. Well, never m ind. Just 
keep on bringing your needs to 
Jesus. Just keep saying, “Yes, Lord, 
yes.” Pour out the spontaneous 
love o f your heart. Push on 
through the hindrances. Jesus has 
eyes to  see your com ing, em pathy 
to understand your heart, and 
voice to  speak your nam e. “G o 
your way, your faith has saved 
you.”

Pray Without Ceasing

A m ystery has haunted  my 
spiritual journey  from its 
very beginning. As a young 

teen I heard m y pastor speak about 
it, and my Sunday School teachers 
tried to  explain it. T hinking m aybe 
they were stretching it a bit, I 
looked it up for m yself in the 
Bible— and there it was. “Be joyful 
always; pray continually; give 
thanks in all circum stances, for this 
is G od’s will for you in Christ 
Jesus” (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18, 
N1V, italics added). Or, “pray w ith­
out ceasing,” as the King Jam es 
renders it. No m atter how 1 
searched translations, it always 
cam e out the same.

K now ing tha t I certainly did not 
have tim e to  stay on m y knees all 
day, I assum ed it m eant som ething 
rather general about going at 
prayer with som e consistency, and 
left it at that. In fact, in those tim es 
w hen my prayer life seem ed to 
wane and fizzle, I was able to  skirt 
tha t verse (and others) with con­
sum m ate skill!

In these later years, I've begun to 
w onder if  m aybe there is m ore to  it 
than  I originally thought. C ould it 
be tha t Jesus and  Paul knew som e­
thing about prayer that I had not 
yet discovered?

If “ceaseless prayer” is not pray­
ing 24 hours a day, then w hat is it? 
To begin, even though it is not 
clockbound, it does have a con­
tinuous characteristic about it. N o­
tice that Paul is saying not only 
tha t we are to  pray continually  but 
also tha t we are to  rejoice always 
and  give thanks in all circum ­
stances. It is an ongoing character 
o f  life, a stance, o r world-view. To 
John Wesley, this was the threefold 
m ark o f those who were wholly 
sanctified.

There are those who would de­
scribe prayer not only as a specific

activity bu t also as an attitude.
M any others see prayer m ore as 

breathing than  as an attitude. They 
view prayer as the breath in our 
lungs and the blood in our veins. 
Jam es C. Fenhagen says, “At the 
deepest level, prayer is no t som e­
th ing we do, but som ething which 
the Holy Spirit does in and 
through us. To say we ought to 
pray is like saying we ought to 
breathe.”

“Our task  is not to  
g e t around the  
co m m an d m en t but 
to un derstand  it 
and live it.”

This view o f prayer drives me to 
go beyond m y idea o f  prayer as a 
function to  see w hat it m eans to 
“pray w ithout ceasing.” It brings 
me closer to  the idea o f a life lived 
continually  in the presence o f 
Jesus. To live in such a way does 
not rem ove me from ordinary tasks 
and responsibilities no r do they 
keep me from Him.

A few days ago, I went to a 
nearby park to read and  to  th ink 
about this article. It was one of 
those K ansas sum m er days, hot 
and breezy. As I sat in the shade, I 
was aware o f  the presence o f  the 
wind, and from tim e to tim e took 
note o f it. I also realized tha t I 
could go about my reading, walk­
ing, talking, or whatever and still 
be conscious o f the wind. It was al­
ways there, and I knew  it, but that 
did not keep me from doing other 
things that needed my attention. In 
a sim ilar way, ceaseless prayer lived

at the “breath ing” level helps me 
be aware o f  His presence.

There is one o ther descrip tion  of 
prayer th a t is helpful. Life itself is a 
prayer. Let m e explain! I do not 
m ean to  say, therefore, tha t “pray­
ing” as a specific occasion is super­
fluous. But m aybe we can integrate 
the idea o f  “life as prayer” in to  our 
broadening understand ing  o f 
prayer and  see how praying w ith­
ou t ceasing is possible.

Various w riters have described 
life as a prayer. For exam ple, W. 
Bingham  H u n te r rem inds us, “The 
sam e idea is found in Paul's ‘w hat­
ever you do, do it all for the glory 
o f  G od.’ (1 C orin th ians 10:31).
This concep t— w hich has deep 
roots in Judaism — is th a t one’s life 
is a prayer” ( The G od  II 'ho Hears,
116). A nd Oswald C ham bers says, 
“Prayer is no t an  exercise, it is the 
life” (M v  U tm ost fo r  H is Highest, 
147).

My m other-in-law , M able Jahn 
(now in heaven), was an illustra­
tion for m e o f prayer as the life. If 
you were a round  her very long, you 
began to  sense th a t she and Jesus 
w ent everywhere together. Because 
o f her, it is no t nearly so hard for 
m e to  see life as prayer.

How do I go abou t “praying 
w ithout ceasing”? There are many 
ways. I can pray w hen in the midst 
o f  a situation  with no loss o f  atten­
tion to  the task. How often I have 
prayed while listening to  a coun- 
selee. I’m  learning to tu rn  my 
“standing in line” tim es into op­
portun ities for prayer. I rem em ber 
Pastor Earl Lee challenged the con­
gregation to  m ake traffic stoplights 
ap po in tm en ts for prayer. The 
“ways” are endless in view o f the 
creative presence o f  the Spirit!

O u r task is not to  get around the 
co m m an d m en t bu t to  understand 
it and live it. ^

The Church and the Lord of the Harvest

W illiam  Barclay said: “The 
church  is for those who 
are no t a part o f  it.”

His claim  has profound im pli­
cations for the m ission o f  the 
church. No congregation can say, 
“We’ve had a good year” if  no one 
has been saved an d  incorporated  
into the church. “T he church  exists 
by evangelism  as fire exists by 
burn ing” (Em il Bruner).

In the church there  should be no 
spectators or nonpartic ipan ts who 
are no t co m m itted  to  evangelism. 
G ifts and  roles m ay be different, 
bu t all m ust be involved in one 
way o r another. T he task  o f  the 
church m ust be fully understood, 
and  the vision o f  the harvest m ust 
be sharply focused.

It is dangerous to  be in the 
church and  no t be involved in her 
m ission. An am bulance  driver said 
he hauls m ore spectators th an  play­
ers to  the hospital from sports 
events.

O ne often hears television broad­
casters pleading for safe driving 
over a holiday w eekend. T he N a­
tional Safety C ouncil will predict 
so m any hundred  deaths on  the 
highways and  lakes. Frequently  the 
an n o u n cer will say, “T hese are te r­
rible statistics. D o n ’t be a statistic!”

T h at ad m on ition  is appropriate  
for the church. T here are m illions 
o f  P ro testan t church m em bers in 
the U nited States and  C anada, in ­
cluding ha lf a m illion  N azarenes. 
W hy aren’t they a greater force for 
righteousness an d  holy living?

M any are "statistics. ” They are 
m erely “nam es on  the  church  roll.” 
They only give nonpartic ipating  
approval.

T he solu tion is ne ither to  re­
m ove their nam es from the roll nor 
to  stop taking in new m em bers u n ­

til these “statistics" are revitalized. 
Rather, the answ er is to  get on with 
the m ission o f the  church and in­
volve the whole Body o f C hrist in 
the harvest.

A n English preacher quipped: 
“Som e people in church look like 
guests at a royal banquet, who 
cou ldn’t afford to  be left ou t but

out but have been  
fo rb id d en  by their 
d o cto rs  to eat 
anyth ing.”

have been forbidden by their doc­
tors to  eat anything.”

The harvest dem ands fu ll  partici­
pation. Jesus' words underscore the 
result o f  not sharing and  o f sharing 
the gospel: “W hosoever will save 
his life shall lose it; but whosoever 
shall lose his life for m y  sake  and  
the gospel’s, the  sam e shall save it” 
(M ark 8:35).

Do your local congregations
need m ore w ork­
ers, m ore har­
vesters? Prayer 
and fasting form 
the answer. Jesus 
said: “Pray ye 
therefore the 
Lord o f the har­
vest, that he

will send forth labourers in to  his 
harvest” (M atthew  9:38).

The eloquent challenge Dr. Jer­
ald Johnson laid dow n in the Q ua­
drennial Address o f  the Board o f 
G eneral Superin tendents to  the 
Twenty-second G eneral Assembly 
is not a call to  “do nothing” during 
this year o f “sabbath” observance. 
Rather, it is an  acknow ledgm ent 
that prayer m ust precede and  per­
m eate all program s, tha t being is 
fundam ental to  doing, and that 
anointing  m ust accom pany all ac­
tion.

It is a call to  the church— the 
people called “N azarenes”— to en ­
ter the m inistry o f  prevailing 
prayer for laborers to  be sent into 
the ripened harvest fields during 
the last decade o f  this century. Soul 
searching, all-out com m itm ent, full 
consecration o f  ourselves, in ter­
cession, renewed dedication to  the 
task o f  evangelism, enlarged vision 
are prerequisites to  the revival we 
long to  see.

A nd N azarenes are responding 
around the world. Let’s circle the 
globe with prayer— then  “salva­
tio n ” will come. Nazarenes, pray! 
Pray, Nazarenes. Pray. Pray! “Say 
not ye. There are yet four m onths, 
and then com eth harvest? behold, I 
say unto  you. Lift up your eyes, 
and look on the fields; for they are 
white already to  harvest” (John 
4:35).

W hile the church is for those 
who are not a part o f  it, it m eans 
m ost to  those w ithin it when they 
are reaching out to  those outside.

In the harvest f ie ld  now ripened, 
There's a work fo r  all to do;

H ark! the voice o f  G od is calling, 
To the harvest calling you.*

Ministering to Single-Parent Families

Fre religion and undefiled is 
this: to  visit/care for the 
fatherless/hom eless and 
those parents w ithout partners and 

to keep yourself from adopting the 
a ttitude o f the world toward those 
w hom  G od calls precious.” This 
paraphrase o f  Jam es 1:27 in tro­
duced a w orkshop on single-parent 
family m inistry given at G eneral 
Assembly by Carol M illensen. pas­
tor to  single adults at O rlando C en­
tral C hurch o f the Nazarene. Her 
w orkshop generated such lively dis­
cussion tha t I m ade a date with 
Carol to pick her brain on behalf 
o f  H erald  readers.

Carol believes that the “attitude 
o f the w orld” toward single-parent 
families persists in m any churches 
in sentim ents like, “This is a p rob­
lem we d o n ’t understand, so you 
m ust cope with it,” or, “You have 
m ade your bed, so you m ust lie in 
it.” She points out tha t by the m id 
1990s, if  current trends persist, half 
o f the families in the U.S. will be 
headed by a single parent.

“We need to hang up our m or­
alizing hats,” says Pastor M illensen 
forcefully. “Jesus d idn 't ask the 
w om an at the well whose fault it 
was tha t her first m arriage broke 
down, or her second, or her third. 
. . .  If He had. He would never 
have received a drink  o f w ater and 
the w om an would never have 
found salvation. R ather than  wast­
ing tim e asking m oralizing ques­
tions, Jesus focused on the wo­
m an 's need.”

T he m ost obvious need o f  a 
single-parent family is often finan ­
cial. Im m ediately following the loss 
o f  the o ther parent through death, 
separation, or divorce, it will proba­
bly be necessary for the family to 
m ake m ajor life-style adjustm ents 
due to  reduced income. A church 
m ight provide financial assistance 
for a transitional period, and  the 
single parent may welcome discreet 
help with long-range financial 
planning. The church m ust be sen­
sitive to  the fact that for the single

parent having to provide for all 
family expenses from one incom e, 
financial struggles will be ongoing.

Newly single parents m ay find 
them selves suddenly unprepared 
for m any practical tasks. A single 
m om  may need to  learn about 
au to  m ain tenance and  house re­
pair, while a dad m ay need lessons 
in cooking or housekeeping.

“W e need  to be  the  
arm s that G od  
w rap s  around  
hurting p eo p le .”

M any o f the concerns o f  single 
parents, however, are less obvious. 
All o f a sudden they d o n ’t fit the 
accepted pattern  o f “family.” They 
constantly  brave rejection and have 
to figure out new ways to partici­
pate in society— with friends, at 
church, with the school system. It 
is easy for divorced parents, in par­
ticular, plagued by guilt and a 
sense o f failure, to  get caught up in 
the superm an/superw om an syn­
drom e, needing to  excel in every­
thing; at work, as parents, even at 
church. T hat is exhausting. They 
are constantly  drained o f  energy, 
feel even m ore guilty for no t cop­
ing better, and m ay even worry 
about their children being taken 
away from them . T heir position 
with their children is often under­
m ined by persistent conflict with 
the noncustodial parent who spoils 
the kids on weekends.

Rosem ary W hiffen, a leading 
British family therapist, likens the 
single-parent family to  a three- 
legged stool that has lost a leg. 
C hurch friends can provide that 
“th ird  leg o f the stool.” They can 
offer em otional support needed for 
balance, by giving single parents an 
opportun ity  to talk about their 
fears, letting them  grieve their loss­

es rather than  keeping them  busy, 
helping them  see tha t guilt is an in­
evitable by-product o f  the ir situ ­
ation. They can let them  talk about 
problem s with the children and 
how to be consistently  firm  as par­
ents w hen there is no backup 
w ithin the hom e. C hristian  friends 
can take the kids o ff the ir hands 
for a few hours so the single parent 
can have tim e to  himself. C hurch­
m en can help by sim ply m aking 
sure child care is available for all 
church functions. Support groups 
should be fostered w ithin the 
church to  allow victim s o f  divorce 
o r parents w ithou t partners to 
share com m on concerns and  en­
courage each other.

T he church also needs to be 
aware o f the needs o f  the children. 
Sem inars for Sunday School teach­
ers and the church workers can 
sensitize them  to the ch ildren’s 
feelings o f  loss and  grief, their self- 
blam ing and guilt. C hildren tend to 
believe tha t their paren ts’ divorce, 
or even a paren t's death, is their 
fault. C hurch w orkers can help 
m eet the ch ildren’s need for affir­
m ation  and  acceptance and  re­
building o f  trust. C h ildren’s work­
ers need to  understand  “other 
fam ily” involvem ents and  not har- 
rass children abou t irregular atten­
dance when they are visiting the 
noncustodial parent. Program s for 
M other’s Day and  Father’s Day 
and  Parents’ Night, as well as on­
going lesson m aterials, may require 
adaptation . In tact families within 
the church m ight “ad o p t” a single­
parent family and  thus provide 
role-m odeling and  contact with 
o ther adults tha t help fill the gap 
left by the missing parent.

“We need to  be the arm s that 
G od wraps a round  hurting  people,” 
concluded Carol M illensen. “More 
im portan t than  fancy program s for 
single-parent fam ilies is a readiness 
to  reach ou t on a personal level, to 
find out w hat specific needs are 
present, and  to  be flexible and car­
ing in responding to  those needs.”

JULIE GAYLORD TALKS 
ABOUT TELEVISION AND 

THE CHRISTIAN LIFE

Nazarene anchorwoman Julie Warden Gaylord talks about 
television, holy living, and how Christians can help television 
clean up its act.

Jlie W arden G aylord’s day begins at 4 a . m .  Early each 
weekday m orning  she is o ff to  the NBC affiliate in 
Shreveport, La., C hannel 6. Before m ost people in 
Shreveport have fum bled for the ir alarm  clocks, Ju lie’s 

news and  production  crews have worked hard for hours 
preparing the half-hour news program  Daybreak.

Julie co-anchors this show tha t gets the city up and  at 
em — off to work and  o ff to  school. She also presents a 
five-m inute broadcast th a t is the local news “cu t-in” seg­
m ent o f the Today Show.

A fter her m orn ing  news shows, Julie tu rns field reporter. 
W ith cam eram an in tow, she is o ff to  find and  report the 
news tha t will be aired on the evening news or on the next 
edition o f  Daybreak.

By noon, Julie has pu t in a full work day. At this point, 
she goes hom e and takes about an hour for prayer, Bible 
reading, and m editation. “My relationship to  G o d — not 
money, not ratings, no t notoriety— is the m ost im portan t 
th ing in my life,” she says.

Julie has worked at C hannel 6 for five years now. She and 
her husband, Ted, have been m em bers o f the First C hurch 
o f the N azarene for the sam e length o f tim e. Julie plays the 
piano every Sunday for the worship service. H er husband is 
the choir leader. She and  Ted also team -teach the m iddler 
Sunday School class.

Julie has studied at three colleges and universities but 
claim s tha t her schooling in journalism  at Bethany N aza­
rene College (SNU) 1981-83, best prepared her for her tele­
vision career. Julie Jolene (W arden) G aylord’s high school 
was the N azarene C hristian Academ y at Vivian, La. H er 
hom etow n was Denver, Colo. Through the years, the fam ­

ily a ttended  several N azarene churches. T he one that had 
significant form ative influence on her was the G reen Acres 
church.

fo llow ing is our interview  with Julie Gaylord; wife, mu­
sician, Sunday School teacher, and  anchorw om an.

Julie , w hat does a busy woman like you do for fun and 
relaxation?

It’s hard to  find tim e for those things, but when I do 
create som e free tim e, I spend it reading, playing the piano, 
shopping with m y m other, and  writing. I love to  write. In 
fact, I see m yself m ore as a w riter th an  a broadcaster.

Do you have any particu lar hobbies? Do you “ collect” any­
thing?

Yes, I collect thim bles, and  I collect sheep. O ur spare 
bedroom  is decorated w ith stuffed toy sheep and ceramic 
lam bs— probably in an tic ipation  o f  the baby that Ted and 
I hope to  have som etim e in the no t too  distan t future.

You say you read a lot. W hat au thors or books have shaped 
your life?

Oh, I read m any things. I owe a lot to  m any Christian 
authors. W hen 1 was growing up my folks had a Bible 
bookstore. I w orked in the store and  took my pay out in 
books. M any books have helped me, bu t one that I have 
read over and  over again is Evelyn C hristenson’s What 
Happens W hen Women Pray. I also love to  read the Bible. 
The G ospel o f John, particularly  chapters 14— 17, where 
Jesus is preparing His disciples for His departure, means a 
lot to  me. Over the last several years, both 1 and 2 Peter, 
w ith all the guidelines for holy living and  advice about
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“M y purpose is not to be a T V  
perso nality  but to be the  L o rd ’s 
servant. . . .  I w an t to  be know n  
as a C hristian w ho cares , not 
as ‘tha t lady on TV.’ ”

suffering and adversity, have becom e very dear to me. I also 
like the them es o f  trusting  and rejoicing in Philippians. 
Paul’s sharing in 2 C orin th ians about his tho rn  in the flesh 
has strengthened me. Paul reported tha t G od 's grace is suf­
ficient. I have found tha t to  be true, even in the difficult job  
tha t I have.
It sounds as if your devotional life is very im portant to you.

My relationship  w ith m y Lord is the m ost exciting thing 
in m y life. R ight after I get hom e from work 1 grab a bite o f 
lunch and  spend 40 m inu tes to  an hour in devotions. I am 
overw helm ed by the love o f  G od. Just spending tim e in His 
presence is m arvelous to  me. A nd it takes tim e to  develop 
a re la tio n sh ip  w ith  G od. It c a n ’t be d o n e  by read ing  
th rough  the  shortest ch ap te r and  rattling  o ff a rou tine  
prayer. T h a t ju st doesn’t w ork— at least, not for me. I have 
to  m editate on the W ord and  wait for the Spirit to  qu iet my 
heart. T hen  1 can listen as well as pray. I am  always am azed 
th a t G od h im self w ants to  relate to  people like me.
Ju lie , tell us how you got into the television business.

T he Lord pu t me in this business. W hen we m oved here

from O klahom a, 1 figured 1 would get a nice quiet newspa­
per job. But my m other, who has always been a positive 
influence in my life, suggested that I should th ink  about 
applying for a jo b  at C hannel 6. I thought it cou ldn’t hurt 
anything, so I walked into the station one day and  in­
quired. A fter an interview and an “air check,” they hired 
m e on the spot. I couldn’t believe it. I was dum bfounded. I 
was sure it was the Lord's will. At the sam e tim e, I was 
terrified. I had always been scared o f  crowds. 1 faced each 
day with fear and dread. “Lord, w hat have You done to 
me?” I prayed. If you know  anything about fear, you know 
it can cripple you. T h a t’s w hat I experienced every day— 
crippling fear. Som e days I felt like I could not go on.

E v e ry th in g  y o u ’ve h e a rd  a b o u t th e  c o m p e ti t io n , 
pressure, and backbiting in the television business is tru e— 
only it’s worse. 1 can 't tell you how m any tim es I have been 
told I was worthless, how m any tim es I have been belittled 
and  berated, lied to. lied abou t— it can be pretty awful 
som etim es. All the criticism  and  my natural fear o f  the 
cam era defeated m e on a daily basis.
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But you have been in the business for five years now. You 
m ust have found a way to cope with the pressure and over­
come fear.

Yes, I did. It happened in a sort o f  epiphany, a revelation. 
An evangelist, in a serm on, explained tha t Satan knew our 
weaknesses and would attack us precisely at those points. It 
daw ned on m e tha t m y fear o f crowds, fear o f  people, was 
a weakness tha t Satan was using to  m ake me suffer. It m ade 
me so angry, th a t I had alm ost let him  succeed in de­
stroying me, I began to  see tha t all m y life, from childhood 
up, Satan had been using my fear to  keep m e from doing 
w hat the Lord w anted me to  do. I knew tha t the Lord had 
pu t me to  work at C hannel 6. I was no t about to  let the 
devil pu t m e out.

The Lord helped me face my own fears, and He gave me 
strength to  overcom e them . I d o n ’t m ean tha t all m y fears 
disappeared overnight. But I began to  overcom e them  as 
m y relationship  w ith G od deepened. I looked forward 
m ore than  ever to m y daily quiet tim e with the Lord. This 
helped me to  discover this truth: No m atter w hat kind o f 
buzz-saw world you have to  live in, G od can give you a 
v ictorious life. There is such freedom in knowing the Lord. 
T he Lord pu t me in a situation tha t required u tter trust in 
H im . This has prepared me for types o f  service that I never 
dream ed of. He helped me face and conquer things that, if 
left to  m e alone, I would never have faced and  never have 
conquered.

In what ways do you (and o ther C hristians in the broadcast 
jo u rn a lism  b usiness) have o p p o rtu n ity  to w itness for 
C hrist?

My work puts m e in contact with all sorts o f  people— 
from  h igh -rank ing  p o litic ians to  the  hom eless on  the 
streets. D ue to  the nature o f the news business, it puts me 
in contact with people at the po in t o f  need. These people

are often open to  receiving a word o f  witness. I t’s no t un­
usual for m e to  pray for the persons I do stories about. 
Recently, I interview ed a w om an whose husband  is in a 
com a. A fter our interview, I told her I w ould be praying for 
her— and I have been. To have a TV reporter offer to share 
your burden in prayer both  surprised and relieved her. It 
was the least I could do. As I have grown spiritually, the 
Lord has clearly shown me th a t my purpose is not to be a 
TV personality bu t to  be the Lord's servant to  everyone I 
meet. I w ant to  be know n as a C hristian  w ho cares, not as 
“tha t lady on TV.”

“S o m e C hristians w atch  s tu ff for 
hours that they w ould  not have 
to le ra ted  for five  m inutes 10 
years  ago .”

A C hristian newsperson also has a chance to  witness just 
by being fair and  honest. People in this com m unity  know 
tha t I will not slant a story to  em barrass them . They know 
I will not sensationalize at their expense.

The m ere visibility o f  this kind o f w ork m akes people 
regard you as an im portan t person. T he opportunities to 
share your faith, therefore, are many.

You are invited quite often to speak  to local churches and 
other C hristian  organizations. W hat do these people invite 
you to ta lk  about?

Julie and husband. Ted. arrive at First 
Church of the Nazarene where they 
are very active members.



I get a lot o f  calls to  speak to  C hristian  w om en’s groups. 
I usually give m y testim ony and  sim ply share w hat Christ 
is doing in m y life. It seem s to  help. W hat seems to  encour­
age people is m y own weak hum anity. I am  the first to 
acknowledge tha t I have no strength on my own. W ithout 
C hrist I can do no th ing— not even m y daily work. Well, a 
lot o f  people seem to th in k  tha t a TV  personality  has her 
life and  the world under control. W hen they com e to .u n ­
derstand  tha t I have the sam e problem s they do. it seems to 
give them  perm ission to  be hum an  too. 1 try to  tell them  
tha t C hrist can give us all victory over the trials and  suf­
fering tha t life brings.

Recently, I was asked to  speak at the W ednesday “Power 
L unch” (as in spiritual power) held weekly at the M eth­
odist church. Naturally. I was scared. I prayed and  prayed, 
“Lord, get Julie ou t o f  the way so You can help som eone.” 
T he Lord blessed o u r m eeting  beyond w hat I dared to 
hope. For a week, person after person called to  say tha t my 
testim ony had  helped them . O ne w om an, whose husband 
was seriously ill, contacted  me, saying tha t the Lord had 
used m y speech to  give them  the courage to  go on in to  a 
future filled w ith inevitable pain. The idea tha t G od could 
use m e in tha t way reduced m e to  grateful tears.
W ould you advise o ther C hristians to tra in  for and work in 
the secular broadcast journalism  business?

No business needs the in fluence o f  C hristian  workers 
m ore th an  broadcast journalism . However, I would not ad­
vise young persons to  get in to  this business unless they felt 
G od called them  in to  it. The com petition  is so fierce, the 
pressure so intense, and  the criticism  so deadly th a t w ith­
ou t a s trong  sense o f  calling, one  is likely to  be over­
whelm ed.
Do any of your fellow C hristians th ink  you should not work 
in such a worldly business? Do C hristians th ink  th a t be­

cause of certain sponsors or sub-C hristian 
program s th a t a C hristian  should not work 
in television?

If they believe that, they d o n ’t tell me.
M ost u n d e rs tan d  th a t I c an n o t con tro l 
sponsors or network program m ing. M ost 
o f them  seem to th ink  tha t the television 
industry needs m ore C hristian employees,

Julie , please com m ent on w hat C hristians can do to get the 
television industry to upgrade the moral quality of its pro­
gramming. W hat can we do to help TV clean up its act?

Letters can be very effective. Television people at all lev­
els are very m uch concerned about w hat the public th inks 
about their program s and  sponsors. Let me suggest some 
guidelines.

1. Be sure to  address your letter to  a particular individ­
ual. Before you write, call and ask for the nam e o f the 
advertising director or the general manager, etc. Be sure 
your letter gets to  the desk o f som eone who will open it and 
read it.

2. Be brief. Television is a hectic business. The employees 
are always on the run. Tim e pressures and  deadlines are 
real and  constant. A short, well-planned letter will get m ore 
results th an  a ram bling tirade.

3. Neatness counts. Television stations receive slick, p ro­
fessional, high-tech news releases every day. If you want 
your letter to  be credible, it should be typed w ithout obvi­
ous corrections.

4. Be polite. This is very im portan t. D on’t accuse. The 
person who reads your letter m ay have had nothing to  do 
with the program  that offended you, but he m ay be in a 
position to  do som ething about it— if your letter doesn’t 
totally alienate him  first. Point out your concerns and crit­

not fewer.

icisms in  a clear, concise, level-headed m anner. I have seen 
too  m any letters from C hristians th a t were no t very Christ- 
like. Usually, such item s are dism issed as crank letters.

5. Be sure you contact people at all levels o f  the business. 
Write to  the networks, the local affiliates, and  the adver­
tisers. They all m ust be contacted. Be sure to  tell them  w hat 
you want to  see on TV. Tell them  w hat you believe is appro­
priate, m oral, and  helpful. Cite exam ples o f  good programs. 
It is im portan t to  com m end  and  praise the good program s 
tha t these people produce or sponsor. Also, let them  know 
in precise term s w hat you consider to be inappropriate, 
objectionable, and offensive.

6. D on’t th ink  you have failed if  you d o n ’t get an answer 
right away. Even if  you never get a direct answer, you have 
probably m ade m ore o f  an  im pact than  you realize. So 
m uch o f  television is bu ilt on viewer ratings. Your opinions 
count, so keep writing and  praying. Your careful letters will 
have a cum ulative effect.

Are phone calls more effective than letters?
Not usually. It's very distracting to stop your hectic work 

to answer a phone call about som ething aired a week ago. 
I m ean, there you are 21 m inutes from air tim e and some­
one w ants to  com plain. So you get it over as soon as possi­
ble, rush back to  your work, and probably forget it. A letter 
will still be on your desk tom orrow. If you do phone, be 
brief, clear, and courteous.

Are C hristians careful enough about w hat they watch on 
television? After all, there is a lot of sex, violence, and sub- 
C hristian  values on television every day.

I believe that C hristians are sm art enough to monitor 
and critique w hat they and  their families watch. But I am 
afraid that m any C hristians are far too careless about what 
they watch. Som e people just tu rn  on the set and let what­
ever is on into their hom es. We have seen so many atroc­
ities, so m uch m ayhem , and such loose conduct on TV 
tha t we have becom e jaded  and  careless. Some Christians 
watch stuff for hours that they would no t have tolerated for 
five m inutes 10 years ago. We m ust carefully evaluate what 
we watch. Stop and ask. “W hat is this program saying to 
me, to  my family? W hat is it influencing me to do? Are the 
values on the screen in conflict w ith what 1 believe as a 
C hristian? If so, why am  I w atching this?"

T h at is good advice for us right now. The networks are 
parading their new fall season offerings into our homes. 
Any more counsel about critiquing television programs?

I have a word for parents. Please m onito r what your chil­
dren watch. You can’t plop a child down in front of a TV 
and  forget him  anym ore. Even the Saturday morning car­
toons are suspect. They are filled with violence of all sorts, 
som e even have them es tha t are plainly demonic.

M ore families need to ask, “W hat are we not doing be­
cause o f TV?” Perhaps it's tim e to  tu rn  the TV set off and 
talk to  your spouse, take the children for a walk, bake a 
cake together, have family devotions, or read a book. At 
our house, we refuse to  becom e m esm erized by a house­
hold appliance. M uch o f television is ju n k  food for the 
m ind  anyway. We prefer a m ore substantial diet for the 
m ind, soul, and  spirit.

N azarene business and  professional persons are provid­
ing a leavening influence in our society as they model the 
Christian life-style and  witness fo r  Christ. Julie Gaylord 
has a position o f  conspicuous influence. She represents 
m any N azarene wom en who are fin d in g  ways to make a 
difference in these times.

Television and the 
Disappearance of Childhood

The idea  o f  childhood has been around  in W estern 
cu ltu re  a m ere 400 years. If we accept Neil Post­
m an ’s defin ition  o f  the “word children  to  m ean a 

special class o f  people som ew here betw een seven and, say, 
seventeen, requiring  particu lar form s o f  nu rtu ring  and  p ro ­
tec tion” then  we can readily see th a t the idea o f  childhood 
is both  recent and  disappearing.

Before the 16th century, children were regarded as fully 
functioning adults by age seven. As Postm an poin ts out, 
“W ith the exception o f  m aking love and war, the life activ­
ities o f  the m edieval child were the sam e as those o f  a me-

dieval adult: They ate the  sam e food, wore the sam e cloth­
ing, p layed  the  sam e gam es, used the  sam e language, 
worked at the  sam e labor.”

T he jud icial system regarded 7-year-olds as adult too. 
D uring  the 18th century, thousands o f  children between 7 
and 17 were “hanged by the neck until dead” for such 
crim es as pickpocketing, stealing a loaf o f  bread, o r gather­
ing firew ood in a restricted forest.

Postm an states th a t childhood ended at seven in m e­
dieval society because by seven children have full com ­
m and  o f the language. “They can say and understand  w hat 
adu lts say and  understand .” T hat is probably the reason the 
C atholic church  called seven “the age o f reason,” the age 
w hen children can tell right from  wrong. C hildren were not 
screened from “ad u lt” behaviors. There were no sexual se­
crets. From  age seven on, children were a part o f  regular 
adu lt society. Prim ary schools were not even needed in 
such an  oral society.

W ith the inven tion  o f  the prin ting  press, however, a new 
concept o f  childhood em erged. A youngster had to  serve a 
sort o f  apprenticeship  before being adm itted  to full adu lt­
hood. T h a t apprenticeship  was prim arily  the rituals o f  liter­
acy. “To have access to  G od, one had to  be able to  read the 
Bible,” P ostm an notes. “To know  science, philosophy and 
literature, to  use m aps, deeds, and  charts, literacy was es­
sential.”

T he rituals o f  literacy gave rise, o f  course, to  schools. 
Schools prepared children to  live and  work in a print- 
oriented culture. W estern cu lture  has been, in recent cen tu ­
ries, refining and developing theories and  institu tions for 
the nu rtu ring  o f children.

But all this m ay be com ing to an end. The prin t-oriented 
society has given way to  the  visual, aural, visceral culture o f 
the televised image. The era o f the electronic m edia m akes 
all our cu ltu re’s inform ation available to  everyone all at 
once. All the secrets that a p rin t culture kept from im pres­
sionable children about sex, violence, and the baser side o f 
hum an  nature and  practice are revealed all at once by the 
m edia. “Thus,” says Neil Postm an, professor o f m edia ecol­
ogy, New York University, “the m edia force the entire cul­
ture out o f  the closet. And out o f the cradle.” No one has to  
be taught how to listen to  the m edia— the dollar-hungry

corporations will trace down every child and bring the m e­
dia to  him , ready or not. Using the m edia does not require 
(as reading does) skill o r practice in self-control, critical 
evaluation, or logical analysis. Thus, in our society, the 
childhood and  adulthood  m elt and run together.

Perhaps only robust family life, puiposeful schools, and 
traditional churches can rescue the idea o f childhood from 
the age o f electronics.

Postm an closes a recent article with these solem n obser­
vations.

“As a d istinctive ch ildhood  cu ltu re  wastes away, we 
w atch w ith fascination and  dism ay how the language, 
games, clothing, sexuality and  taste o f children and  adults 
becom e indistinguishable. And the questions pile up: Is 
childhood disappearing or adulthood? Is there anything 
left for adults to  teach children? Have the electronic m edia 
rendered school irrelevant? Is there anything to  be done as 
childhood slips from ou r grasp?”

“We are at our best,” Postm an observes, “when we are 
engaged in nurtu ring  the curiosity, malleability, and  inno ­
cence o f  children. W ithout the idea o f  childhood, w hat will 
we becom e?” (“The Blurring o f  C hildhood and  the Media,” 
Religious Education, Spring 1987. p. 295. See also his book 
The Disappearance o f  C hildhood  [New York: Delecorte 
Press, 1982].)

Let us, as the Bible advises, “th ink  on these things.”

She’s Married, with Children

Terry R akolta sees the last year 
o f  her life as a retelling o f the 
D a v id  a n d  G o l ia th  s to ry . 

O n ly  th is  tim e , D av id  is a b lo n d  
housewife and  the G oliath  she fells is 
the giant o f  netw ork television.

T he giant is to ttering  under a bar­
rage o f  pebbles from  R akolta, w ho 
was single-handedly responsible for 
getting the situation  com edy “M ar­
ried . . . W ith C hildren” m oved from 
prim e time. She did it, she said, be­
cause she’s tired o f all the sex and  vio­
lence on TV.

“I picked up the T V  G uide  and  saw 
‘M arried  . . . W ith  C h ild ren ,’” she 
says. “I thought it was a family show 
— Sunday evening, 8:30. I said to  my 
kids, ‘Let’s watch this show together.’”

R a k o lta  a n d  h e r  fo u r  c h ild re n  
d idn ’t watch long. The episode was 
full o f  overtly  sexual d ialogue and  
seminudity. R akolta becam e outraged 
a t w h a t she ca lled  th e  “ so ft co re  
porn.”

“I sent m y kids ou t o f  the room , 
and  I stayed to  see w ho the sponsors 
were,” she recalls. “W hen I saw Coca- 
Cola, Johnson and  Johnson, and  Red 
Lobster, I couldn’t believe it. This was 
co rpo ra te  A m erica telling  m e they 
were operating in the best interests o f 
m y family, and  then putting  this kind 
o f  pornography in to  m y hom e.”

A fte r a sleepless n igh t, R ak o lta  
te lep h o n ed  the  local a ffilia te  te le ­
vision station. T he sta tion  referred 
her to  the source o f the program — 
Fox Broadcasting in  California. The 
secretary at Fox told Rakolta, “I am  
offended  by th e  p rog ram  too . But 
d o n ’t b o th e r w ith the  people  here. 
You w on’t get anywhere. Call the pro­
ducer.”

R akolta called. W hat she heard was
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shocking. “N u m b er one,” th e  p ro ­
ducer told Rakolta, “we are pushing 
the lim its o f  TV  broadcasting as far as 
we can go. N um ber two, we are a body 
show. N um ber three, we are very spe­
cific. N um ber four, ou r target aud i­
ence is a beer-drinking m ale 18 to  35 
years old.”

“Just as there is an  A ntichrist, we 
w ant to  be the anti-Cosby show,” she 
continued. “We w ant to  be exactly the 
opposite  o f  every th ing  ‘T he Cosby 
Show’ stands for.”

“You have the final form  o f cen­
sorship in  your house, Mrs. Rakolta,”

the TV producer said. “If  you don’t 
like it, s tand  up  and  tu rn  o ff vour 
TV.”

R ak o lta  d id n ’t tu rn  o ff her tele­
vision; she tu rn ed  it on instead. She 
started  w atching in the  evenings, and 
she started  w riting letters. She wrote 
the president and  the chairm an of the 
board and  the advertising director of 
each o f  the  22 com panies that spon­
sored “M arried . . . W ith Children.”

“I was angry and  frustrated that I 
c o u ld n ’t c o n tro l m y ow n environ­
m en t,” R ak o lta  says. “ W riting the 
sponsors was a way o f  venting my 
frustrations.”

R akolta item ized exactly what she 
saw on the offensive episode. “I was 
very specific,” she says. “And then I 
to ld  them , ‘If th is is truly your mes­
sage and  you stand  behind what was 
on this television show, I will not use 
your product, and  I will encourage as 
m any people as I know  not to use it as 
well.”

To R akolta’s surprise, she received 
answers from the sponsors— all 22 of 
them . They agreed with her. This epi­
sode was in extrem ely poor taste they 
said. It fell betw een the cracks, and we 
m issed it. We’re sorry.

R ako lta  w asn 't satisfied with the 
apologies. She called the New York 
T im es  and  the  Wall Street Journal 
w ith  th e  responses from  15 adver­
tisers. “I th ink  it’s worth some press,” 
she to ld  th e m , “ to  let advertisers 
know  people are offended.” The let­
ters m ade the front page o f the New 
York Times.

T h e coverage launched  Rakolta, 
who has never been a mem ber of an 
activist group, in to  the limelight. She 
found a new forum  as an invited guest 
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join their organizations, send them money, or 
even agree with them. But, when you begin to 
feel—again—that therefs nothing you can do, 
think o f Mrs. Rakolta and Rev. Wildmon.

A Preacher Who Is Making a Difference

H e is no t the m ost impressive- 
looking  person. In fact, if  
you were to  m eet h im  on 

the street, the things th a t w ould im ­
pact you m ost w ould probably be his 
M ississippi drawl and  beam ing smile. 
But the  Rev. D onald  W ildm on does 
no t spend m uch tim e w orrying about 
his personality  or appearance. He is 
too  busy try ing to  get netw ork tele­
vision executives and  advertisers to  
clean up  th e ir acts.

A U nited  M ethodist m in ister for 13 
years, W ildm on is one o f  the key per­
sons in the w ar against pornography, 
violence, and  an ti-C hristian  values on 
TV. He no longer pastors a church, 
b u t from  his hom e base in Tupelo, 
Miss., he travels to  all parts o f  the  n a ­
tio n  con tin u a lly  preaching  to  w ho­
ever will listen abou t the  im portance 
o f  C hristians becom ing  actively in ­
volved in cleaning up the airwaves.

In his book The H o m e Invaders, 
W ildm on says he decided he “could 
and  w ould no longer rem ain  silent” 
abou t the adverse im pact o f  TV  and 
the m edia on the m orals o f  society a f­
ter sitting dow n one evening w ith his 
fam ily during  the C hristm as holidays 
in 1976 to  watch TV. A fter sw itching 
channels from a scene o f  adultery, to 
an o th er where the actors used crude 
profanity, to  an o th er w here a m an re­
lentlessly beat a n o th e r m an  w ith a 
ham m er, W ildm on  says he becam e 
angry and  tha t he decided he would 
“do som ething” to  change w hat was 
being funneled in to  the hom es o f  m il­
lions o f  A m ericans.

W ildm on’s decision eventually re­
sulted in the form ation  in 1977 o f the 
N a tio n a l F e d e ra tio n  fo r D ecen cy  
(now  the A m erican Family Associa­
tio n ) an d  th e  C o a litio n  for B etter
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Television.
Since th a t tim e, W ildm on has been 

vilified by netw ork executives and  the 
producers o f  so-called m en ’s m aga­
zines. He has been com pared  w ith 
Hitler, Joe M cCarthy, even the Ayatol­
lah K hom eini. Still o thers have seen 
h im  as a m an o f determ ination  w ho is 
unw illing to  allow TV program  pro­
ducers and  netw ork executives to  ridi­
c u le  t r a d i t io n a l  C h r is t ia n  fam ily

ethics w ithout a fight.
W hen he first becam e actively in ­

volved in an effort to  do som ething 
abou t TV, W ildm on says he thought 
the m ajor prob lem s were violence, 
sex , a n d  p ro fa n i ty ;  h o w ev e r, he  
shortly decided tha t these were only 
sym ptom s o f a deeper problem . He 
becam e convinced tha t the real cul­
prit is the value system o f secular hu ­
m anism  which, he says, “clearly the 
networks are pushing.” In a nutshell, 
the M ethodist m in ister defines this 
h u m a n is m  as “ a re lig io n  w h ic h  
teaches that m an is his own god . . .  
which places m an at the center and 
m akes him  the m easure o f all things.” 
W ildm on contends tha t the m ajority 
o f  all program m ing by the networks is 
openly biased toward espousing secu­
lar hum anism  and  is equally biased 
against Christianity.

In 1986, W ildm on founded a TV 
m o n ito r in g  g ro u p  o f  so m e  1,600 
C hristians called C hristian  Leaders 
for Responsible Television or CLeaR- 
TV. The group includes the heads of 
m ore than  70 denom inations and  is 
aim ed at targeting the m ajor sponsors 
o f  sex, violence, profanity, and  anti- 
Christian stereotyping. Once such a 
sponsor is identified, W ildm on uses 
his rad io  program  or pub lications, 
such  as th e  AFA Journa l, to  urge 
letter-writing cam paigns or a boycott.

A boycott led by W ildm on against 
the S outh land  C orporation  resulted 
in tha t organization (which the m inis­
te r called the  “ largest purveyor o f 
porn  in A m erica” at the tim e) into re­
m oving such m agazines as Penthouse 
and  Playboy  from the shelves o f its 
co m pany-ow ned  7-Eleven stores a 
couple o f years ago.

ences) provides additional guidance 
th a t families can use to  evaluate pro­
gram  content.

Set lim its on the amount of 
tim e th at your fam ily  w ill 

spend watching television, and follow 
th ese lim its carefully. S ocio lo g is t 
Tony C am polo notes tha t A m erican 
c h ild ren  w atch  an  average o f  five 
hours o f  television daily. In his book 
G rowing Up in A m erica, C am polo  
sees several negative effects from this 
in tense exposure. These include an 
inappropriate view o f parent-child  re­
lationships and  the cultivation o f  m a­
terialistic values. C hildren are taught 
to  m easure the ir parents against the 
ideal images o f  the H uxtables and  the 
Hogans, and  to  w ant things they do 
no t need. Psychologist D avid E lkind 
voices a sim ilar concern in his book 
The H urried Child. He observes that 
as a result o f  being exposed to  an  aver­
age o f  five h o u rs  o f  c o m m e rc ia ls

V Teach children to view com­
mercials critically. Commer­

cials for toys, games, foods, and other 
consum er goods frequently promise 
m ore than  they can deliver. Children 

need to  be taught to  sort through the 
m aze o f  special effects that are de­
signed to  conv ince  them  that they 
need to  buy som ething.

mPlan TV watching on a 
w eek ly  b a sis . In  to o

m any hom es, the  TV  is tu rn ed  on 
as so o n  as so m e o n e  e n te r s  a 
room . A TV  program m ing guide 
can be a useful tool to  help fam ­
ily m em bers m ake m ore careful 
choices. Focus on the F am ily  re­
c e n tly  h ig h lig h te d  th e  d e v e l­
opm ent o f  lock boxes th a t parents 
could use to  insure th a t children 
can’t tu rn  on the TV  in the ir ab­
sence. T he m ain draw back to  such 
devices is tha t they m ay signal an  ob­
vious lack o f  trust between parent and  
child.

weekly, m any young children canno t 
tell w here com m ercials end and  pro­
gram s begin. These au thorities con­
firm  the w isdom  o f establishing, in 
advance , lim its  on  th e  a m o u n t o f  
tim e the TV  will be used.

Chris­
tian  actress Lisa W helchel, who has 
a tten d ed  N ashville First C hurch  o f 
th e  N azarene, has faced th is  c h a l­
lenge. She m ade a courageous choice 
by refusing to  participate in an epi­
sode o f  the TV  show “The Facts o f 
Life,” because she found the script 
hostile to  her C hristian  faith and  
principles. Such actions by Chris­
tia n s  serve as a w itness to  the  
light, in a world o f  darkness.

\ / I ImM I  I  S p ea k  out to ch a l-  
W  is I  len ge program m ing  

that undercuts Christian values. Such 
organizations as the A m erican Fam ­
ily Association have repeatedly docu­
m ented  the cynical disrespect m uch 
o f the  en terta inm en t industry holds 
for Christianity. The strategy o f  hold­
ing TV  sponsors accountable for TV 
program m ing has becom e an  effec­
tive m eans o f  protest.

Put TV in its prop­
er place as a family 

priority. Television can be a valuable 
tool for en terta inm en t, inform ation, 
and  inspiration. W hen it gets in the 
way o f  higher priorities, such as ou r 
re la tio n sh ip s  to  G od , o u r fam ilies, 
and  o u r friends, it tru ly  does becom e 
an  in stru m en t o f  evil.

Practice what you preach 
A M m. reg a rd in g  t e l e v i s i o n .
W hile it is tru e  th a t som e co n ten t 
decisions m ay be based on the m a tu ­
rity o f  the viewer, it is also true  that 
m uch  TV  fare is in ap p ro p ria te  for 
C hristians o f any age.

XWhen in doubt, turn the TV 
off. W hen i t’s left on. the  
television tends to  control the conver­
sation and  to  set its own agenda for 
viewers. By learning to  consciously 

plan alternatives to  television w atch­
ing, parents enable their children to 
grow in th e ir  ability  to  ac t as par­
ticipants in life, rather than  rem aining 
passive spectators.

Several years ago, ou r family’s tele­
vision set was accidentally dam aged 
beyond repair. For Five years, while 
the kids were elem entary school age, 
we did  w ithout one. Together we ex­
p lo re d  th e  w o rld  o f  C. S. L ew is’s 
C h ro n ic le s  o f  N a rn ia ,  ro d e  w ith  
R obin H ood though Sherwood For­
est, and  shared the real-life trials o f 
the Ingalls family through the Little 
H ouse books. It’s true tha t we even­
tually did replace our old M otorola, 
bu t being w ithout a TV  helped teach 
us the im portance  o f  investing ou r 
tim e in the lives o f ou r family m em ­
bers. T h is  tim e  w ith o u t T V  also  
helped us teach our children to  relate 
all areas o f  their lives to  their Chris­
tian  faith.

M ore recently , resu lts  are  being  
seen at the networks. NBC reportedly 
lost m ore than  $ 1 m illion in potential 
revenue when several advertisers re­
fused to  spo n so r the  m ade-for-T V  
movie R oe  vs. Wade. W ildm on had 
urged sponsors to  forsake the  p ro ­
gram  because o f  w hat he called its 
p ro -a b o rtio n  bias. T h e  spo ts w ere 
sold, bu t not a t the  full rate.

D om ino’s Pizza rem oved four ads 
from  N B C ’s “Saturday N ight Live” 
after hearing from W ildm on and  his 
supporters. D om ino  executive Tom 
M onaghan praised W ildm on in a let­
ter, saying, “ D o m in o ’s app recia tes 
your organization pointing ou t that 
our ads were being ru n  on a show 
which does no t p rom ote solid family 
values.”

Recently, ABC chose to  cancel the 
m ovies C rim es  o f  P assion  I I  an d  
Scandals I I  after it failed to  attract 
sponsors. Fear o f  W ildm on was cited 
as a factor.

An article in A dvertising A ge  spe­
cifically said CLeaR-TV efforts have 
had an effect on reducing the am oun t 
o f sex and  violence in program m ing 
scheduled for the curren t fall season. 
“You canno t look at the ir [the net­
w orks’] schedules and  do  any th ing  
bu t conclude tha t they have taken a 
m ajor step back in term s o f  risque 
m aterial,” said R ichard Kostyra, an 
executive w ith the advertising agency 
J. W alter T hom pson USA.

W ild m o n  is co n v in ced  th a t  the  
only th ing th a t will get the a tten tion  
o f  n e tw o rk  execs o r  ad v ertise rs  is 
money, so tha t is where he focuses his 
a ttention. A brief review o f the July 
edition o f  the A FA Journal cites n u ­
m erous TV  shows tha t were found to  
represent anti-C hristian  values, each 
with the m en tio n  o f the  p rog ram ’s 
sponsors in the headline. At the same 
tim e, th e  m agazine  encourages its 
readers to write to  com panies tha t are 
sponsoring positive program m ing to 
say “thanks” and  to  encourage them  
to do more.

Som e people consider W ildm on a 
dem agogue who has no right m aking 
d e c is io n s  fo r o th e r s  a b o u t  w h a t 
should or should not be shown on TV. 
Som e say he is an advocate o f  cen­
sorship, while still o thers respond to 
him  by saying, “ If  folks d o n ’t like 
w hat they see, they can tu rn  it off.” 
There are even those who say he has

no right to  use econom ic sanctions 
against advertisers.

W ildm on is ready for these argu­
m ents. He counters tha t since local 
stations are licensed by the Federal 
C o m m u n ic a tio n s  C o m m iss io n  to  
operate “in the public interest,” the 
public has every right to  becom e in ­
v o lv e d  a n d  to  m a k e  th e i r  v iew s 
know n to the broadcasting industry.

O n the m atte r o f  censorship, the 
M ississ ip p i m in is te r  says, “ Every 
w ord  ever p r in te d , every  w ord  or

scene ever aired has been censored. It 
all depends on who is doing the cen­
soring. Are we for governm ent cen­
sorship o f  usual program m ing? No. 
We are for corporate responsibility on 
the part o f  the netw orks as well as by 
the sponsors.”

W hen told to  simply, “tu rn  the TV 
o f f ,’’ W ild m o n  t a k e s  u m b ra g e :  
“W ould you say to  m e if  you d o n ’t 
like crim e in the streets, stay in your 
house? W ould you say to  m e if  you 
d o n ’t like d runk  drivers, stay o ff the 
highways? We live in a society, no t as 
a group  o f  iso lated  ind iv iduals . . . 
T u rn in g  o ff  th e  te lev ision  is n o n ­
involvem ent, and  problem s are never 
solved tha t way.”

A nd on the question o f  w hether it 
is right to  tell an advertiser where to 
spend his money, W ildm on says, “We 
d o n ’t tell an  advertiser w hich p ro ­

gram  he can help sponsor. The adver­
tiser m akes tha t decision. We cannot 
tell him  where to  spend his money be­
cause it is his m oney to  spend. But we 
have an  eq u a l r ig h t to  spend our 
m oney where we desire just as that 
advertiser does. A nd if  the advertiser 
w an ts to  p u t his m oney  into low- 
quality, im m o ra l, o r anti-Christian 
program m ing, then  we certainly have 
the right to  spend o u r money with 
o th e r advertisers and  to  encourage 
ou r friends to  do the same.”

To listen to  Rev. D on Wildmon, 
one m ight get the im pression that he 
is a bit cocky, but it probably takes 
som eone with a lot o f  ego strength to 
stand up to  netw ork moguls and ad­
v e r tis in g  C E O s. H ow ever, if you 
spend any tim e at all watching net­
work TV, you will com e to realize in 
short order th a t m ost o f  what he says 
is true. M ajor network programming 
is b iased  against trad itiona l family 
values. R elativ ism  and  secular hu­
m a n ism  a re  to u te d  as the  norm. 
C hristians and  m inisters are almost 
always m ade to  look stupid or cor­
rup t. A nd very little is left for the 
im agination  in the area o f sexual in­
tim acy or language.

W ild m o n  w a n ts  the  support of 
N azarenes and  o ther evangelicals, but 
still he has a bone to  pick with them. 
A chap ter in The H om e Invaders is 
titled “The Silence o f the Church Is 
Deafening.” In it, the minister charges 
tha t the church-at-large has refused to 
address the issue o f the impact of TV 
and the m edia on society. He states, 
“At the cu rren t tim e, the church is 
losing the battle by default. And until 
the church decides to be the church, 
to  assum e the God-ordained respon­
sibility to  address this issue, which is 
doing unto ld  dam age to our society, 
the destructive changes will continue 
to  grow.”

W ildm on recognizes that a stand 
against TV  program m ing  is not a 
popu lar thing. He has been verbally 
ripped apart by Christians as well as 
netw ork chiefs. Still he continues his 
crusade. He believes in what he is do­
ing, and he is willing to pay the price 
associated with standing against the 
t id e  o f  co m p lacen cy . He says he 
would like to  return to the pastorate if 
the Lord would simply release him 
from his curren t call. “I wish the Lord 
would tu rn  me loose,” Wildmon says, 
adding, “fact is, the networks would 
p robably  pay my salary if I would 
only go back to the pastorate.” ^

tected the purity  o f  
h e r  n in e - y e a r - o ld  
d a u g h te r?

rarily, perhaps. But two days later, 
four boys who had w atched the bi­
zarre a ttack sexually assaulted her 
daughter, alm ost duplicating the TV 
attack.

We m ust do m ore than  tu rn  off 
the set. “T h ink  on these things.”

5. T elev ision  is mere en terta in ­
ment— don’t take it too seriously.

Far from  b e in g  tr iv ia l .  N o rth  
A m ericans have m ade television a 
very serious m atter. A n um ber o f 
scholars now believe tha t television 
has becom e a new religion. Tele­
vision provides contem porary  icons, 
sacred images, rituals, divinized per­
sons, an d  sym bo ls th a t  have re ­
p laced the  w orsh ip  experience in 
o u r culture. Television provides a 
secular version o f  the transcendent 
experience found in worship.

People now th ink  o f  the m edia the 
way they once thought o f  G od— as 
a l l -k n o w in g  a n d  e v e r -p re s e n t .  
A m e ric a n s  have n o t a b a n d o n e d  
worship, church, and religion, they 
sim ply now seek w orshiplike experi­
ences through television.

If  you wish to  “ th in k  on these 
things” further, read The T V  Ritual: 
W orsh ip  a t th e  V id eo  A ltar, by 
G regor T. G oethals; and  M edia: The  
Second God, by Tony Schwartz.

6. Only prudes and Puritans com­
plain about sexuality on television.

Sexuality is a good gift from God, 
reflecting realities in G od’s own na­
ture. Its full expression is to  occur 
w ith in  th e  b o n d s  o f  ho ly  m a tr i­
mony. Sexuality is no t only a m atter 
o f reproduction bu t also has to  do 
w ith  th e  love, c o m m u n ic a t io n , 
wholeness, and  com fort th a t m ar­
riage partners share.

But this lofty view o f sex is seldom 
seen on television. In TV land, sex is 
som ething to  be laughed at or ex­
p lo ited . It is harsh , h u rtfu l, an d  
m anipulative and  m ore frequently 
associated with violence than  m ar­
riage. Christian standards o f sexual 
behavior are not only ignored but 
also ridiculed. A principal teaching 
o f  television is that the adulterous 
life-style is the norm al and accepted 
life-style. Even the “good guy" ends

up in bed w ith a w om an to  w hom  he 
is not m arried.

A five-year study by the C oalition 
for B e tte r  T elev ision  show s th a t  
about 80% o f the allusions to  sexual 
in te rco u rse  on  te lev is io n  are b e ­
tween people no t m arried  to  each 
other. This is no t surprising in the 
light o f  a survey done several years 
ago am ong the people w ho write, act 
in, p roduce, o r d irect film s. O nly 
16% o f the en terta inm en t industry 
personnel polled strongly believed 
th a t adu lte ry  was m orally  wrong. 
T hat a steady stream  o f sexually li­
centious, am oral film s should com e 
from the handful o f  people w ho con­
tro l p ro g ram m in g  is no  surprise . 
W hat is surprising is th a t C hristians 
tolerate or ignore the b la tan t teach­
ings o f  the en te rta inm en t industry 
th a t ad u lte ry  an d  fo rn ica tio n  are 
n o rm a l, to  be expected , a n d  d e ­
m urely accepted.

When I consider th a t today 
children and  teenagers 

are being exposed in the ir own 
hom es to  m aterial m ore graphic, 

violent and  salacious th an  w hat 
I was exposed to  a t th a t age I am  
tru ly  frightened by the prospects. 
M ore kids in unstable hom e en ­
vironm ents, m ore kids w ith tha t 
“predisposition” for sexual or 
o ther kinds o f  violence are being 
exposed to  m aterial w hich the 
evidence shows reinforces and  
strengthens those predisposi­
tions. O n the basis o f  statistical 
probability alone we w ould ex­
pect to  see record num bers o f  
these kids begin to  act ou t their 
depraved sexual fantasies and  
aggressions.

7. If we could get a good protest or 
boycott going, we could deal with the 
entertainment problem quickly and 
get on with our lives.

T h e  e le c tro n ic  e n te r ta in m e n t  
problem  is not simple. It canno t be 
solved before lunch next Tuesday.

Even if  a le tte r-w ritin g  cam paign  
succeeds in getting a “tabloid  TV ” 
program  chucked in to  the dum pster 
where it belongs, we can hardly walk 
away saying, “Well, th a t’s that.” 

Protests and  boycotts are, at best, 
short-term  em ergency tactics. Even 
D onald  W ildm on insists that boy­
cotts are short-term  efforts to deal 
w ith an  industry  th a t speaks only 
one language— econom ic pressure. 
C hristians m ust be willing to  com ­
m it th e m se lv e s  to  b ro a d -b a se d , 
long-term  strategies.

Boycotts or protests have one in­
herent weakness. If they work, any­
one can use them . If the people in 
charge o f  the  en te rta in m en t indus­
try  are conditioned  to  “cave in” to 
any g roup  o f  pro testers, anything 
can happen. Any ou tfit tha t can get 
a couple o f  hundred  groupies to lie 
down in the TV  studio  parking lot, 
kick and  scream  until they get their 
way, can influence program m ing di­
rectly. If church groups can do it, so 
c a n  ra c is ts , h o m o se x u a ls , an ti- 
Sem ites, sexists, hedonists, nation­
alistic w ar m ongers, the  KICK, or 
any o ther group o f  extremists.

C hurches m ust work at (1) build­
ing aw areness o f  the  problem , (2) 
helping persons develop critical ca­
pacities to  analyze the media, (3) 
helping C hristians recom m it them­
selves to  distinctively Christian val­
ues, (4) developing skills in the polit­
ical process, (5) developing  their 
own m edia resources, (6) engaging 
in serious efforts to  evangelize and 
educate persons and  groups.

Such long-term  goals require a 
firm  allegiance to  C hristian faith. 
They requ ire  co m m itm en t to the 
id ea  o f  th e  fam ily  as a prim ary 
source for social, physical, and spiri­
tual nurture. The challenge for the 
church  to  function  in the area of 
C hristian education  is more crucial 
than  ever. A strong school system 
tha t is m ore than  an echo of the eco­
nom ic establishm ent is also needed.

Perhaps the church ought to con­
sider the advice delivered to Mac­
beth,

“You do unbend your noble 
strength to th ink so 
brainsickly o f  things.”

Or, as St. Paul put it, "Think on 
these things.”

T he electronic m edia can become 
the m ost constructive development 
since the printing press. Let's help it 
be all it can be. ^

LATCHKEY LOVE
Nazarenes join hands and hearts with other Christians and public 
school officials to make a difference in the lives o f at-risk children

W hen Nazarene minister Jim Healy returned 
from a meeting between fellow ministers 
and public school officials in Gladstone,

Oreg., in spring 1988, he was burdened. Joe Ghaffari, 
Gladstone School District superintendent, had told 
the m inisterial association tha t the problem  of 
kids who return home to an empty house or apart-

m ent after school was increasing and 
tha t the school system would like to 
do som ething about their “latchkey” 
kids. He was open for ideas.

“W hen 1 got hom e tha t evening, I 
asked m y wife, Vonnie, ‘1 w onder if 
Caravan curriculum  w ould work?’” 
said Healy. W ithin days, Healy was 
posing the sam e question  to  G lad ­
stone school officials. “They were in ­

terested, bu t they were also concerned 
that the line between church and  state 
be m a in ta ined ,"  said the N azarene 
pastor.

T he Healys had an advocate in Bob 
Stew art, G lad sto n e  School D istrict 
adm in istra to r. A N azarene w ho a t­
ten d s  a n o th e r  ch u rch  in  th e  area, 
Stewart was intrigued, but he likewise 
w anted to  be sure tha t any program

used could stand the scrutiny of those 
who would be skeptical o f  using ma­
terials with a religious origin.

T h e  H ealys w an ted  to  m ake the 
project a jo in t effort, so they enlisted 
the help o f  the o ther churches in the 
G lad sto n e  M inisteria l Association. 
The project would require not only 
m oral support but also physical assis­
tance in the form o f volunteers who 
would staff the program  each day af­
ter school. T he Healys and  Stewart at­
te n d e d  a b o a rd  m e e tin g  o f  each 
ch u rch  p a rtic ip a tin g  in the minis­
te ria l a sso c ia tio n  to  in troduce  the 
concept o f  the C aravan program and 
to  seek to pass along their vision for 
w hat it could do for the kids. By Jan­
uary 1989, the association had given 
its full approval to  the project. Over­
all, 26 volunteers provided assistance. 
Sixteen o f  these were Nazarenes, the 
rem ainder were from Lutheran, 7th 
Day A dventist. C hristian, and Baptist 
churches in the com m unity.

School officials were excited about 
the program  as well, and they went to 
work in an effort to  bring the vision to 
f r u i t io n .  G la d s to n e  E lem en ta ry

“T h e  kind of love 
the  children  
rece ived  from  the 
w o rkers  w as  
d iffe re n t from  any 
o th er kind of love

ex p e rie n c e d .”

School Principal John Wetten and di­
re c to r  o f  v o lu n te e r  services Steve 
Boquist worked with the Healys and 
other school officials to handle the 
copious details th a t had to  be ironed 
out before the pilot program could be 
launched.

M eanwhile, the Healys appealed to 
C a r a v a n  E d i to r  M a ry  K a th ry n  
Hughes in K ansas City to assist them 
in m aking the N azarene materials ac­
ceptable as school curriculum . Kathy 
went to  work rem oving all pointedly 
religious language and  Bible refer­
ences.

“At first there was som e apprehen­
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sion ab o u t th is by m em bers o f  the  
Sunday School M inistries D ivision, 
P a s to r  H ea ly , a n d  o th e r s ,”  sa id  
Hughes. “But as we though t abou t it, 
our feeling was th a t if  the  children 
could ju s t see the  k ind  o f  life tha t 
C hristians live and  feel the love o f 
C hrist sh ine th ro u g h  those lives, a 
m o d ified  c u r r ic u lu m  w o u ld n ’t be 
such a problem . A nd I th ink  we were 
right. I th ink  the kind o f love the chil­
dren received from the workers was 
different from any o ther kind o f  love 
they had experienced.”

A fter several m on ths o f  reworking 
the cu rricu lum  and  subm itting  it to 
attorneys and  officials for the school 
district, the G ladstone School Board 
a p p ro v e d  th e  p r o je c t— o ff ic ia l ly  
called the “G ladstone Extended Day 
P ro g ra m "  M a rc h  8, 19 8 9 — th re e  
weeks before the p ilo t program  was to 
begin. Even w ith  the  changes, one 
school board  official called the C ara­
van m ateria l, “ th e  m ost n u rtu r in g  
cu rricu lum ” he had ever exam ined.

Since it was a voluntary  program , 
parents o f  children w ho were enrolled 
in the school's subsidized lunch plan

were contacted  to  see if they would 
like to  enroll the ir youngsters in the 
after-school project. Fees were set at 
$12.00 per m o n th  to  cover the cost o f 
m aterials. The children (grades K-4) 
were to  gather every day after school 
from  2:15 to  5:30 at the G ladstone 
E lem entary  School from  April 4 to 
M ay 24.

Sixteen children, described as “at- 
r isk ,” m o s t o f  th e m  fro m  s in g le ­
p a ren t fam ilies, p a rtic ipa ted  in the 
daily sessions. A typical a fte rnoon’s 
agenda included a snack, recess, story 
tim e, hom ew ork tim e, C aravan activ­
ities, rehearsal for a m usical, and  a 
rest time.

O f  all th ese  ac tiv itie s , rest tim e  
proved to  be one o f  the m ost popular.

“ We played  soo th in g  m usic  and  
rubbed the kids’ backs,” said the m in ­
ister. “They seem ed to  sense tha t they 
were in a secure place w here they were

loved, and where they could rest w ith­
ou t any fear o f  being bothered. M any 
o f them  would fall asleep.

“ S o m e  o f  th e s e  y o u n g  p e o p le  
w ould  no t even let us touch  them  
w hen they sta rted  com ing ,” Healy 
added. “ Little by little, the walls cam e 
down, and  they cam e to  love us just 
like we cam e to  love them . The same 
was true  with the parents. W hen we

started , m ost o f  the  paren ts would 
hurriedly pick up their children w ith­
o u t saying a w ord. But later, they 
would com e and  they w ouldn 't w ant 
to  leave. T hey’d stand  around  and 
w ant to  talk. They would share their 
day and  ju st really becom e a part o f 
us.

“We never talked to  them  about the 
Lord or anything. We just let them

know tha t we loved them  and tha t we 
loved their kids.”

Few people knew th a t the volun­
teers were Christians, but they did rec­
ognize that they had a real com pas­
sion for others.

“ It’s interesting,” said Healy. “After 
about three or four weeks, with that 
kind o f com m itm ent by our volun­
teers, the teachers, o ther school per­
sonnel, an d  even the  ja n ito rs  were 
asking, 'W ho are these people? They 
are com ing here every day, they’re not 
being paid . . . w ho are they?’ And 
they were beginning to  find  ou t that 
we were not only C hristians but also 
tha t 90 percent o f us were from the 
C hurch o f the N azarene, which is just 
down the street.”

Healy is quick to  add  tha t the kids 
were not angels. They were ready to 
test the lim its to  see w hat they could 
or could no t do. Several were expelled 
for b rief times, bu t even when they 
got in to  m isch ief, th ey  knew  they  
were loved.

“We cou ldn’t go up to  our kids and 
say, 'D o  you w ant to  know  the love o f 
Jesus?’ For som e o f them , the people 
who were supposed to  love them  were 
m ore likely to  knock them  across the 
room  than  give them  a hug. To say 
'Jesus loves you!’ would have m eant 
little to  these kids, so we showed them  
love, and. if  nothing else, we showed 
them  tha t grow n-ups can be different.

“A nd 1 th ink  we showed them  that 
we believed in them . Bobby is a bril­

liant boy. He know s everything there 
is to  know abou t oceanography, and 
he can  be an  ocean o g rap h er if he 
w ants to, but w hat he wants most is 
for som eone to  love him. Likewise, 
A dam  can be anything he wants to be. 
He looked at o u r  m usic sheet one 
tim e, and  he had it memorized. This 
is a child with the highest test scores 
in the th ird  grade, but he needed to 
k n o w  th a t  so m e o n e  cared  about 
him .”

Som e p rob lem s occurred. There 
were tim es w hen volunteers didn’t 
show, but still the kids would come 
and  they had to  be cared for. Director 
o f  the program , Vonnie Healy, was 
present every day, and  husband, Jim, 
was present all but two afternoons of

the eight-week program .
“The physical exertion was tough,” 

adds Pastor Healy, “bu t it was w orth 
the effort.”

T he ex tended  day  p ilo t program  
was capped w ith a special p resen ta­
tion o f  the patrio tic  m usical the  kids 
had rehearsed. The ch ild ren’s parents 
and guardians, along with school offi­
cials and  volunteers, were invited to 
th e  p r e s e n ta t io n  a t  J im  H e a ly ’s 
chu rch . T h e  k ids im pressed  all o f  
those w ho attended , after w hich they 
retreated  to  the ch u rch ’s fellowship 
hall for a “ m ake your own b an an a  
split” party.

Responses to  the program  were all 
positive. T he G ladstone School Board 
gave special recognition to  the Healys 
and those involved in the extended 
day program  at the ir July 12 meeting. 
At tha t session, excerpts from letters 
received in response to  the program  
were read. “Because she received so 
m uch love and  a tten tio n  from you, 
she knows she is special,” w rote the 
first grade teacher o f  one student. “ It 
was w onderful to  see the one-on-one 
atten tion  you were able to  give our

studen ts on the playground. It has re­
ally paid off for m e in the  classroom ,” 
said an o th er teacher. “ I have seen a 
very positive change in him , w hich 
started  ju s t a fter the after-school pro­
gram  got underway.”

“ T h a n k  you!!! Sorry  for being  a 
stinker,” read the card from one o f  the 
program  participants. A no ther b rief 
note, signed sim ply “T he K ids” read: 
“You cared for us, you gave to  us, you 
encouraged us, and  today we w ant to 
say, ‘T h an k  you,’ an d  give you ou r 
love in return.”

“ ‘EXTREM ELY SUCCESSFUL’ is 
too  m ild  a descrip tion  for the p ro ­
gram ,” said school adm in istra to r Bob

Stew art. Stew art has recom m ended  
tha t the program  be continued  and 
opened  to  the en tire  grade school. 
S choo l o ffic ia l Joe G h a ffa ri even 
th inks that the Caravan program  can 
be used across the en tire state if  it 
con tinues to  work as it has. School of­
ficials are seeking m ore financial as­
sistance to  enlarge the program . This 
also m eans a need for m ore volun­
teers and  m ore m odified curriculum , 
bu t the Healys have pledged to  do 
w hat they can to  m ake the program  a 
success. L ikew ise, M ary  K a th ry n  
Hughes and her staff have been busy 
developing m ore materials.

Jim  an d  V onnie H ealy  have no 
children o f their own, but they 

cam e to  understand w hat it’s like to  
be as proud as parents as they saw 
their charges respond to  love and  to 
persons who believed in their worth 
and  dignity.

O ne fina l th ing. J im  H ealy said 
som e fellow pastors asked him  how 
m any persons had begun com ing to 
his church as a result o f  the program  
— as if  tha t were the gauge for success. 
Jim  in fo rm ed  them  th a t as o f  th a t 
tim e, none had. W hen they suggested

that it was a failure if it d idn 't result in 
tangible church growth, Healy bris­
tled. As o f  the end o f  sum m er, none of 
the kids or their parents were regu­
larly a ttend ing  H ealy’s church, bu t 
Adam  and three o ther kids did attend 
N azarene Vacation Bible School in 
July. A nother child attended district 
ch u rch  cam p  in R oseburg. A t the 
close o f  VBS, with about 80 children 
present, A dam  was the first child to 
respond to  an  inv ita tion  to  receive 
C hrist as his personal Savior. Today, 
Adam  is a part o f the fellowship o f 
believers.

The Healys, their fellow volunteers, 
school officials, and m em bers o f the 
o ther participating churches in G lad­
stone , Oreg., are p lan tin g  seeds— 
seeds o f  love and com passion in a gar­
den where there is mostly rocky soil, 
but still they are there to  p lant seeds. 
The churches o f G ladstone may not 
be bursting at the seams from people 
who are im pacted by the G ladstone 
Extended Day Program, but one has 
to  believe tha t the change in the life of 
young A dam  and  o th ers  like him  
m ake G od smile and all o f heaven re­
joice. ^

T h ree  G en e ra l C o n v e n tio n s  w ere 
held just prior to  the 22nd G eneral 
Assembly in Indianapolis. C hristian 
Life and  Sunday School (now Sunday 
School M inistries), N azarene Youth 
In ternational, an d  N azarene W orld 
Mission Society elected officers, an ­
n o u n ced  q u a d re n n ia l them es, and  
m ade legislative recom m endations to 
the G eneral A ssem bly during  th e ir 
plenary sessions the first three days of 
th e  a sse m b ly . A lso , th e  C h u rc h  
G row th Division sponsored its first 
C hurch G row th Conference aim ed at 
preparing those participating for ex­
p a n d in g  th e ir  m in is try  in to  th e ir  
com m unities— from  rural farm set­
tings to  u rb an  c ro ss-cu ltu ra l s i tu ­
ations.

NWMS CONVENTION
G eneral N W M S D irector N ina G u n ­
ter wanted the 8,000 persons a ttend ­
ing the 1989 G eneral N W M S C on­
v e n tio n  to  r e tu rn  to  th e i r  h o m e  
chu rches an d  d is tric ts  w ith  an  in ­
creased desire to  m otivate others for 
missions. In her G eneral C onvention 
report, she charged the  delegation, 
saying, “G et a vision o f w hat G od 
w an ts  y o u r d is tr ic t, y o u r ch u rch , 
you— to be and  do . . . C om m it your­
self to  be the voice o f  m issions in your 
place o f  service to  ‘Share the Joy.’ ” 

“Share the Joy” is the quadrennial 
general NW M S them e. G un ter used 
it to  launch the N W M S 75th A nni­
versary Project, which is a special o f­
fering to  be received in O ctober 1990 
for evangelization in H ong Kong.

O ne o f  the highlights o f the con­
v en tio n  was a m essage by L ouise  
R obinson C hapm an, general NW M S 
p re s id e n t e m e rita . C h a p m a n , 96, 
served as a m issionary to  Africa for 22 
years.

“Som ething m ust erupt from this 
great gathering,” C hapm an  told the 
group. “ If you go hom e lazy and do 
nothing, m illions m ay be lost. You 
can 't go away like you came.”

B a r b a r a  F l e m m in g  o f  S h e r -  
rodsville, O hio, was elected on the 
th ird  ballot as the new N W M S presi­
d e n t.

NYI CONVENTION
Less tim e devoted to  business, m ore 
tim e devoted to  m inistry and fun— 
tha t was the agenda for the 1989 G en­
eral N Y I C onvention , according to  
G ary Sivewright, NYI M inistries di­
rector.

The m inistry focal po in t o f the con­
vention was a service project called 
“A H eart for the City.” A lm ost 2,000 
teens and  youth leaders spent Satur­
day, June 24, working in the inner city 
o f Indianapolis. Participants fanned 
out over a 10-block area, picking up 
trash, installing sm oke detectors, and 
d is tr ib u tin g  tra c ts  re m in d in g  resi­

Brock will require some orthodon­
tic  w ork an d  m ay need some cos­
m etic surgery in the future, but he is 
in good spirits and  has been partici­
pating in outings with his family.

“G od was looking over him," added 
Mrs. Collins. “We have felt the arms 
o f  G od around  us, and I am sure that 
the thousands o f  prayers on our be­
half is the reason why Brock has come 
through.” —aw

THE QUESTION BOX

Five years ago God saved me from a life of sin. Two 
years later, in a small-group prayer meeting, I yielded 
m yself to God as completely as I knew how, and I testi­
fied to being “sanctified wholly.” Over the past several 
months, however, the Lord has revealed to me that all 
this time I have been far too sensitive to praise. The 
desire to please my fellow Christians and the need for 
praise has influenced me too strongly. I have surren­
dered this unworthy trait to Christ, and the Holy Spirit 
seems to be helping me. My question is, does this mean 
that I really wasn’t sancitified three years ago?

You need no t surrender your testim ony to  sanctifica­
tion  sim ply because G od has revealed to  you tha t one 
area o f  y o u r life needs re fin e m e n t, d isc ip line , an d  
growth. Be careful no t to  devalue the w orks o f  grace that 
the Lord has already w rought in you. It is one o f  “S atan’s 
devices” to  get us to  see only o u r lacks, needs, and  fail­
ures w hen m o n u m en ts  to  G o d ’s saving and  sanctifying 
grace are sprinkled everywhere on the landscape o f our 
souls.

The crisis experience o f  sanctifying grace is real and 
com plete. It is, nevertheless, as Phineas F. Bresee used to  
say, “a place to  reckon from." As the sanctified believer 
draws closer to  G od, Bresee points out, his experience 
m ay seem “m ore and  m ore incom plete, because o f  the 
added revelation o f  o u r possibilities and  privileges in 
C hrist Jesus.”

T he sanctified  C hristian  never “arrives,” as Dr. Bresee

so eloquently  points out, in The Transferred Image: 
“There is no top  to  the divine heights, . . .  no bottom  

to the divine depths . . .  no shore to  the ocean o f G o d ’s 
perfections. The soul bathes and  drinks, and  drinks and 
bathes, and  says, ‘I know H im  better and  love H im  m ore 
. .  . yet, I stand awe inspired in the presence o f  the in ­
fin ite  glory, w hich though  I com e nigh, is ever u n ­
approachable; though I bathe m y soul in it and  am  filled 
yet its measureless heights and depths and lengths and 
breadths overwhelm  me.’ ”

This is part o f  w hat John Wesley m ean t w hen he 
taught us th a t even the m ost holy am ong us partake o f a 
C hristian perfection tha t adm its “o f continual increase.” 

Right now in your spiritual journey  you stand before 
a door to  spiritual growth, no t at the door o f the dark 
cellar o f  despair. Look up. The R efiner o f hearts is call­
ing you to  higher ground.

Are you as concerned as I am about pastors playing golf 
on Sunday?

A pparently not. I am  not at all concerned about this 
m atter. I know  hundreds o f  N azarene m inisters, m aybe 
thousands, and  no t a single one o f  them  plays golf on 
Sunday.

on “Nightline,” “T he 700 Club, the 
m orning  talkshows, and  “D onahue.” 

R ak o lta  w elcom es the  chance  to  
hold television netw orks accountable 
for th e ir  social responsibility. “N et­
works know  th a t sex and  violence are 
an  easy sell,” she says. “It’s a cheap 
industrial ingredient th a t they add  to 
w hat w ould  n o rm a lly  be du ll p ro ­
gram m ing.

“In the past, netw orks have viewed 
te lev ision  as a guest en te rta in e r  in 
your hom e,” R akolta  says. “Because it 
was a guest en te rta iner and  a story­
teller, they d id n ’t w ant to  do anything 
to  offend the host, spoil the kids, or 
upset the family.”

Since the deregulation o f  television, 
all th a t has changed. “W hat they are 
saying to d ay  is th a t te lev ision  is a 
guest in your house, bu t you throw

him  ou t if  he gets too  rowdy,” R akolta 
says. “You draw the lines. We’re ou t of 
the line-draw ing business.”

W hat the netw orks are forgetting, 
according to  Rakolta, is th a t the air­
waves are public dom ain. Censorship 
is n o t th e  issue. “ Television is the 
m ost powerful industry  in our coun­
try today,” she says. “For the first tim e 
in history, one m edium  has been able 
to  get in to  every single househo ld  
w ith the sam e visual image and  the 
sam e message. W ith this power com es 
re s p o n s ib il i ty . S o m e b o d y  h as  to  
ask— is this sex and  violence in the 
best interests o f  ou r children?” 

R akolta has m ade an  effort to  an ­
swer the question  by founding an or­
ganization  called A m ericans for Re­
sponsible TV  (ART). The group has a 
single focus— to stop the escalation o f 
sex and  violence on netw ork TV. A f­
ter only six weeks o f  existence, ART 
had 1,600 m em bers.

In the future, R akolta hopes to  earn

the endorsem ent o f large coalitions to 
support the stand o f  ART. Recently, 
the organization received the official 
endorsem ent o f the N ational Associ­
ation o f  Secondary School Principals, 
w hich has m ore than  41,000 m em ­
bers.

Does R akolta tell ART m em bers to 
tu rn  o ff their televisions in protest o f 
u n accep tab le  p ro g ram m in g ?  “ T he 
m om ent you tu rn  o ff your TV, you 
are abdicating a very public resource 
in to  p riva te  hands,” she con tends. 
“The public airwaves belong to  you 
and me and the 42 m illion children 
who live in this country. We can’t sur­
render them .”

D eterm ined that the battle will be 
won, R akolta says the soldiers m ust 
com e from grass-roots America. “I’ve 
been successful because I represent 
the m ainstream ,” she says. “I’m  a D a­
vid and  G oliath  story— the housewife 
who writes her letter and  is heard. It’s 
am azing we can still be heard.” ^

Life Fitly Lived, Words Fitly Spoken

Rev. Robert Pierce, social worker, pastor, editor, and general 
secretary, in 1895.

The first general 
secretary o f  the 
C hurch o f the 

N azarene was a native 
Englishm an who entered 
the m inistry  as a second 
career. Robert Pierce, 
born  in 1848 in Liver­
pool, was wed to  M ary 
W illiam son in 1868.
Three o f their nine chil­
dren were born  before the 
family em igrated to  
Am erica. A pprenticed as 
a youth to a Liverpool 
new spaper publisher,
Pierce rose to a series o f 
forem anships in the New 
York City prin ting  estab­
lishm ent, including the 
New York Observer and 
the publishing house o f 
Funk & Wagnall, where 
he oversaw the A m erican 
prin ting  o f  Encyclopaedia  
Britannica. A m ong other 
magazines, he oversaw 
for n ine years the p rin t­
ing o f  the respected Liter­
ary Digest.

Deeply religious, Pierce 
abandoned  his successful 
career in the  1880s to  en ter the 
ministry, serving a series o f  pas­
torates in the New York East C on­
ference o f  the M ethodist Episcopal 
church, including W oodstock M.E. 
church in New York City. H is so­
cial conscience had been aw ak­
ened, and  Pierce labored in urban 
rescue m issions including the Flo­
rence C rittenden  m ission and  
evangelist Jerry M cAuley’s fam ous 
m ission on W ater Street. A round 
1890, Pierce took charge o f Hadley 
Rescue M ission in Salem, Mass., 
and  led it for nearly five years.

R obert Pierce’s M ethodist con­
nection brought him  in to  the holi­
ness m ovem ent, and  he was secre­
tary at the holiness cam p m eeting 
at O ld O rchard, M aine, and active 
in o ther East Coast cam ps. In the 
late 1890s he united w ith the Evan­

gelical church, a M ethodistic body 
o f G erm an-A m erican roots. He 
was pastor o f  East Boston Evangeli­
cal C hurch and  Portland (Oreg.) 
Evangelical Church.

At the close o f  his Portland pas­
torate in 1903, Pierce united  with 
the C hurch o f  the N azarene and 
was founding pastor o f  Boise First 
before serving in O akland, C alif 
He m oved to  Los Angeles and  was 
pastor o f  several area churches 
while working sim ultaneously for 
five years as office ed itor o f  the 
N azarene Messenger, a forerunner 
o f  the H erald o f  Holiness.

At the G eneral Assemblies of 
1907 and  1908, R obert Pierce was 
elected general secretary and  edited 
the proceedings o f  both events. He 
was an au th o r o f  num erous book­
lets and  tracts, including the popu­

lar Apples o f  Gold, a col­
lection o f  spiritual gems 
originally published in 
the N azarene Messenger. 
Pierce also taught hom i­
letics a t early Pasadena 
College. He died in Los 
Angeles in 1937.

His deep concern for 
social work was clear in 
this passage w ritten for 
H erald o f  H oliness in 
1913.

We are aware that 
very few individual 
churches can support a 
rescue mission; but 
where there are three 
or four o f  ou r churches 
in one city or its sur­
roundings there ought 
to  be no difficulty as to 
its support— either in 
reference to  its finan­
cial needs, o r to the 
supply o f godly men 
and  w om en to  carry on 
its work; then, if that is 
no t possible, there 
ought to  be one or two 
at least in each assem­
bly district, located in 

the m ost populous cities. . . .  Our 
families are tenderly cared for by 
the church, and  th a t is right; but 
I m ake a plea for the other end 
o f  the line— the sinking and sub­
merged tenth. I believe this great 
and  trying w ork belongs to the 
church, w hich it has so long ne­
glected. . .  . W hat church is bet­
ter able to  undertake this work 
than  the Pentecostal Church of 
the N azarene, w ith its deep spiri­
tual life and  bright joyous meth­
ods. . . . Let there be a deeper 
bond  o f sym pathy between the 
church and  rescue mission, and 
the financial question will take 
care o f  itself.

Nurturing Growth

The patterns o f  spiritual 
growth vary from one ind i­
vidual to  another. The great 

question is to  identify the condi­
tions in which personal spiritual 
growth is nourished.

A lthough there are com m on  ele­
m ents in the patterns o f  growth, 
there are no fixed form ulas that 
operate in every setting. The result 
is tha t each person m ust learn to 
create a setting in w hich spiritual 
growth m ay occur.

70,000 Fathoms of Grace
Such nurtu re  m ust, o f  course, 

begin with im m ersion  in the  flow 
o f G o d ’s grace in o u r lives. Salva­
tion is a gift o f  grace and  grace 
alone. The w hole P ro testan t Refor­
m ation  grew ou t o f  the m arvelous 
biblical tru th  th a t we are saved by 
grace alone through faith. So the 
first aspect o f  the  defin ition  o f  n u r­
ture rests in an understand ing  and 
appropriation  o f  grace.

It is easy for us to  quo te  verses 
like Ephesians 2:8: “For it is by 
grace you have been saved, through 
faith— and  this no t from  your­
selves, it is the gift o f  G o d ” (NIV).
It is qu ite  an o th er m atter to live by 
grace and  grace alone.

Soren K ierkegaard com pares liv­
ing the life o f  grace to  sw im m ing in 
70,000 fathom s o f water. We can 
survive only by buoyancy, by relax­
ing in tha t grace and trusting  in 
th a t grace— completely.

Now m y m other instilled a fear 
o f  w ater in me and  thw arted  the 
process o f  learning to  swim for me. 
So I learned to  swim in w ater shal­
low enough tha t I could always put 
one foot dow n w hen 1 needed to 
do so. As a result, I have never 
learned to  really swim.

Som etim es I fear th a t I have 
tried to  nurtu re  spiritual growth in 
the sam e way. I have tried to  live 
by grace but have often stayed too

close to  the shallow end— in case I 
need to  rescue myself.

K ierkegaard is correct. We m ust 
learn to  rest in 70,000 fathom s of 
grace. Spiritual growth can only be 
nu rtu red  in the context o f  grace 
and  grace alone. In the letter to the 
G alatians, Paul captured it like 
this: “You who are trying to be ju s­
tified by law have been alienated 
from Christ: you have fallen away 
from grace” (5:4, NIV).

W ithout g race, 
rigidity m akes  the  
spiritual life  
w o oden . W ithout 
discip line, new  
grow th w ithers  like  
a cu cu m b er vine in 
a p arch ed  garden .
G race is the only env ironm ent in 

w hich spiritual growth can occur. 
No am o u n t o f discipline can ever 
create grace. Paul, the disciplined 
Pharisee, testifies to  tha t in both 
R om ans 7 and  Philippians 3.

Discipline as Midwife 
The second elem ent o f  nurture  is 

discipline. The farm er carefully 
prepares the  soil. The seed is sown 
in proper proportions. Extensive 
and precise cultivation help to cre­
ate the op tim um  conditions under 
which growth can occur. D edicated 
and detailed discipline is necessary 
to  create the nurturing  setting.

Careful discipline, in the case o f 
the farm er and in the case o f  spiri­
tual growth as well, is insufficient 
to  force growth. Just as the farm er 
is dependent upon the grace o f

sunshine and rain, so the disciple 
o f C hrist is dependent upon grace 
to bring the growth. Both the 
farm er and  the disciple use disci­
pline to  create op tim um  conditions 
so tha t the C reator is able to  do 
His beautiful work.

The discipline is absolutely nec­
essary, bu t it does not guarantee 
the results. The discipline increases 
the likelihood tha t the spiritual 
growth will occur, but it functions 
only w ith the grace o f  God.

The procedures o f  midwifery 
provide an excellent analogy. The 
midwife in a carefully disciplined 
m anner creates the setting in which 
the child is born. She does not ac­
tually create the new life. She only 
provides the antiseptic and  favor­
able conditions in which the new 
life can be brought forth.

Discipline is the midwife o f spiri­
tual growth. Discipline provides the 
context in which the spiritual life is 
nourished.

W hen grace and discipline are 
properly m atched, the process of 
spiritual growth is a natural 
result— probably even a super­
natural result. W hen the grace is 
not appropriated, rigidity and in ­
flexibility and  legalism are the re­
sult. W hen discipline is absent, un ­
favorable conditions often destroy 
the new growth.

At first glance, such careful a t­
ten tion  to  personal nurture appears 
to  be selfish and  only person- 
centered. A careful second look dis­
closes tha t the nurture  should 
never be an end in itself. The goal 
o f that nurtu re  and  discipline is to 
provide op tim um  conditions in 
which G od can do His powerful 
work in us in order to  do His pow­
erful work through us.

Ask Him!

A friend o f m ine nam ed R. E. 
G oddard  was in jured while 
plowing a patch o f  land. 

The blade struck a buried rock, 
bringing the plow to a shuddering 
stop. Mr. G oddard  was slam m ed 
against the handle. The force o f  the 
blow broke several ribs. As he put 
it, “ It cracked som e slats.”

At the hospital, w hich was over­
crowded and  understaffed, G o d ­
dard was placed on a gurney and 
left in a hall. Som e 30 m inutes 
later, still in terrible pain and 
scarcely able to  breathe, he com ­
plained to  God. “Lord,” he 
groaned, “You a in 't helping me.”

He later testified, the Lord an ­
swered, “You a in ’t asked m e to.” 

“T h at’s right. Lord,” he con­
fessed, “ I a in ’t. Lorgive me, and 
please help m e right now.” 

Imm ediately, he said, the awful 
pain abated, and he could breathe.

An old hym n speaks o f  the 
“needless pain  we bear” because 
“we do no t carry everything to 
G od in prayer.” I som etim es th ink  
the saddest words in the Bible are 
found in Jam es 4:2— “Ye have not, 
because ye ask not.”

G od is sovereign. He does w hat 
He pleases and  no hum an  or de­
m on can defeat His purpose. He 
canno t be in tim idated, m an ip u ­
lated, outw itted, o r overcom e by 
any evil force.

But G od, in H is sovereignty, 
leaves som e things to  us. John  Wes­
ley insisted tha t G od does nothing 
in our world except in answ er to 
prayer. Jesus said, “Ask and you 
shall receive.” The im plication is as 
clear as sunlight on crystal— if we 
fail to  ask we will no t receive. This 
doesn’t m ean tha t G od is reluctant 
to  bless us. It does m ean that G od 
w ithholds certain  blessings from 
prayerless people who would m is­

use those blessings to  the ir own de­
struction.

T he words o f Jam es are an in­
d ic tm en t o f  m any shallow lives 
and  m any fruitless churches. Our 
spiritual poverty does not honor 
G od w ho is “rich in mercy.” It is a 
sin to  be poor w hen you should be 
rich.

I am  talking abou t spiritual 
wealth, o f  course, not m aterial 
wealth. In several places the letter 
o f  Jam es flays the selfish rich who 
exploit the laboring poor. James 
holds no b rie f for m aterial abun­
dance. He is concerned  about 
som ething vastly m ore im portant 
— the quality  o f  one’s spirit and life 
before God.

Do we miss the  blessings that 
G od in tends and  desires to bestow 
because we are too  uncaring or un­
daring to  pray?

Jam es’ ind ic tm ent has applica­
tion  as broad as hum an  need. 
However, the im m ediate context of 
his words should be brought into 
focus. Jam es is reproving people 
w ho live in quarrels and  conflicts. 
T here’s a lot o f  th a t going on in 
hom es and  workplaces and 
churches! Back o f these hostilities, 
Jam es tells us, are hearts filled with 
selfish desires and  fixed on wrong 
goals. If we pray unselfishly and 
submissively, G od will cleanse our 
hearts. He will fill us with the 
Spirit, whose fruit is love and 
peace. He will m ake us easy for 
others to  live with, work with, and 
even worship with.

If  we do no t have peace with 
God, peace w ith others, and peace 
w ithin ourselves, the fault is ours 
and  not His. G od’s resources are 
adequate, bu t we have failed to ask 
in obedient faith.

I once received a letter from a 
m an w ho lam basted Dr. W. T.
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With a  g rea t host o f  us, the  
oltor is o  precious a n d  im portan t 
p iece  o f  furniture, which provides  
the  p la c e  in worship for n e w  
encounters o f  o  spiritual nature.

Purkiser, accusing him  o f attitudes 
and actions u tterly  contrary  to  all 
tha t I had w itnessed in Dr. Pur- 
kiser’s life. Talk abou t a surprising 
letter! To me, Dr. Purkiser has al­
ways been “Mr. N azarene.” He has 
m odeled, in spirit and  behavior, 
the message o f  heart-holiness tha t 
ou r church has proclaim ed and 
taught. I quietly  and  sadly shred­
ded the b itter letter and  filed it in 
the wastebasket.

“To live w ith unm et 
n e e d s  and  unsaid  
prayers  is to  
s lan d er G o d .”

A few weeks later I got a second 
letter from  the m an, requesting me 
to  do w hat I had  already d one—  
destroy the first letter. T he letter- 
w riter said, “As you probably knew, 
the trouble was no t w ith Dr. Pur­
kiser bu t in  m y own heart.” He 
w ent on to  report a revival in his 
church. By the grace o f  G od he had 
been sanctified  wholly. Now he 
w anted to  rectify the slander o f  a 
b ro ther w ho is genuinely C hristian. 
T he once hostile m an  had asked 
for an d  received th a t deep inner 
cleansing th a t fills the heart with 
the peace o f  G od  and  puts an  end 
to  o u r selfish spiteful quarrels.

Let m e risk a psychological b lu n ­
der by asking you som e b lun t ques­
tions th a t I frequently pu t to  m y 
own heart. Are you poor w hen you 
could be rich? Is your heart poi­
soned w ith envy and  strife? D o you 
have in n er peace and  strength to 
serve G od and  others in the  spirit 
o f Jesus? These blessings are ours

for the asking— but they will never 
be ours w ithout the  asking. As 
S tuddert-K ennedy once wrote, 
“Prayer is no t an easy way o f get­
ting w hat we want, bu t the only 
way o f becom ing w hat G od wants 
us to  be.”

Prayer is m ore than  petition, it is 
com m union  w ith G od. We m ust 
no t be like the little fellow who 
said, “I do n 't pray every day be­
cause som e days I d o n ’t w ant any­
thing.” T he Bible m akes it clear, 
however, tha t m uch prayer is peti­
tion, and  the m easure o f ou r bless­
ings is the m easure o f  our asking.

If  we ask for nothing, we will get 
nothing. However, if we ask for ev­
erything, we w on’t get everything. 
Jam es also tells us, “Ye ask, and  re­
ceive not, because ye ask amiss, 
th a t ye m ay consum e it upon your 
lusts.”

G od is no t indulgent when we 
are selfish. He is a wise and kind 
Father, concerned tha t His children 
be m atured  bu t no t spoiled. He 
knows the difference between ripe 
and  rotten. He know s the differ­
ence between w hat we w ant and 
w hat we need, w hether o r not we 
do. Long ago I heard one o f  ou r pi­
oneer preachers tell how his little 
boy kept begging to  play with 
D addy’s razor. W hen the lad an ­
grily persisted beyond his father’s 
firm  refusals, he got a spanking. 
“He w anted the razor,” said the 
preacher, “bu t he got the strop.”

To petition  for w hat we need is 
to  align ourselves with the pur­
poses o f  G od. To live with unm et 
needs and  unsaid prayers is to  slan­
der G od. W hatever we need, G od 
can supply. He is never em bar­
rassed by inadequate resources.
O ur prayers are never returned 
m arked  “ Insufficient Funds.” Ask 
Him! iq

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LAYMAN AND SON SHOT 
TO DEATH IN ROBBERY

Nazarene layman, Zebedee Johnson, 73, 
and his 9-year-old stepson, Fabian, were shot 
to death August 26, in an apparent armed 
robbery in Port Arthur, Tex., according to 
Bill Lancaster, Houston District superinten­
dent. The youth and his stepfather, who 
served as a mailman for Lamar University, 
reportedly were gunned down while stopped 
at a shopping center. They were en route 
from the university’s campus in Port Arthur 
to the campus in Beaumont when the attack 
occurred. Johnson was reportedly robbed of 
around $20,000 in student registration 
money.

Authorities arrested a 17-year-old in con­
nection with the case.

Lamar Davis, pastor of the Port Arthur 
Central Church where Johnson attended, 
said he was a faithful member of the church. 
He served as church treasurer at the time of 
his death. Just one week earlier, Fabian had 
made a decision to accept Christ at the Hous­
ton District’s Boys' and Girls’ Camp.

Mr. Johnson is survived by his wife, Cathy, 
and 10 children.

“Mr. Johnson was very active in the life of 
his church, taking a tremendous load of re­
sponsibilities,” said Lancaster. “We’ll miss 
him.” — a w
