A physician assistant (PA) is a skilled health

practitioner qualified by academic and clinical

experience to provide a broad range of medical

services under the direction and supervision of a

licensed physician. PAs, working with physicians,

provide s broad range of services in a variety ol

practice settings from rural communities to metro-

politan areas.

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"In the mid-1 940s, one of the major

concerns on Trevecca's campus had to

do with student life. There had been

a movement on the part of the stu-

dents for student organizations and
self-government. This was consid-

ered dangerous by some members of

the faculty and administration, but

several administrators including Dr.

A.B. Mackey held different views. In

1944, the first steps were taken

toward student government. A
Student Advisory Council was
authorized. One person from each of

the college classes, the high school,

and Department of Religion was
elected to this council. Margaret

Doggett was elected president of the

Council and became the first student

representative to the Administration.

Although the authority of the Student

Government was very limited, in

comparison with Student Govern-

ment today, it became the first contact

of the students as a whole with the

faculty."
